establish and maintain the same, and the method of 
collecting such revenue; and repealing all laws, gen­
eral, special or local, or any pnrts the11eof, that are or 
may be inconsistent~therewith," is hereby amended 
to read as follows : 

Section 1006. Ile shall, whenever required, give 
advice, explanations, construction, or information to 
the district ofiicers, and to citizens, relative to the 
school laws, the duties of school officer$, the rights and 
duties of parents, guardians, pupils, and officers, the 
management of the schools, and all other questions 
and matters calculated to promote the cause of edu­
cation. He slwll send to each rnembcr, of every board 
of school directors in the State, a boutid copy of each 
new edition of the School Code, as soon as possible 
after the same shall have been vubZ,ished.

AN ACT 

/tuthorizing the discontinunnce of indices in :record books where 
counties have installed separate,. speciial, indices. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That where counties 
have provided, or may hereafter pI'ovide, separate, 
special, indices for records in any offiees in such coun­
ties, it shall thereafter not be necessary to index 
in any record book the names in any instrument re­
corded in such record book. 

Section 2. All acts or parts of acts inconsistent 
herewith are hereby repealed.
