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LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA,

AN ACT

To amend sections one to eleven, inclusive, and to repeal section
twelve of an act, approved the first day of May, one thousand
nine hundred and tlnrteen (Pamphlet Laws, one hundred and
thirty-eight), entitled “An act defining vocational education;
providing for the establishment and regulation of vocational
schools ; and providing for State agid in the maintenance there-
of. and for the payment of tuition by certain school districts,

. and reimbursement thereof by the State’ by making changes
in the manner of disbursement of State and Federal funds for
the furtherance of vocational education.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section one of
an act, approved the first day of May, one thousand
nine hundred and thirteen (Pamphlet Laws, one huu-

_dred and thirty-eight), entitled “An act defining voca-

tional cducation; providing for the establishment and
regulation of vocational schools; and providing for
State aid in the maintenance thercof; and for the pay-
ment of tuition by certain school distriets, and reim-
bursement thereof by the State,” be hereby amended to
read as follows

Section 1. That the following words and phrases as
used in this act shall, unless a different meaning is
plainly required by the context, have the following
meaning:

[“Vocational education” shall mean any education,
the controlling purpose of which is to fit for profitable
employment.]

“Vocational education” shall mean any form of edu-
cation of less than college grade, given in school or
elsewhere, the purpose of which is to fit an individual
to pursue effectively a recognized profitable employ-
ment, whether pursued for wages or otherwise.

[“Industrial education” shall mean that form of voca-
tional education which fits for the trades, crafts, and
manufacturing pursuits, including occupations of girls
and women, carried on in workshops.]

“Vocational industrial education™ shall mean those
forms of wvocational education that fit for indusirial
pursuits. It includes occupational training for women
and girls other than training for the vocation of home-
making.

“Vocational agricultural education” shall mean that
form of vocational education which fits for the occupa-
tions connceted with the tillage of the soil, the care
of domestic animals, forestry, and other wage-earning
or productive work on the farm,

“Vocational commercial education” includes those
forms of vocational education the dircct purpose of
each of which is to fit for some recognized commercial
calling.
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[“Household arts education” shall mean that form of
vocational education which fits for occupations con-
nected with the household.]

“Vocational home economics educption” shall mean
that form of vocational education which has for its
controlling purpose the preparation of girls and women
for useful employment as house daughiers and home-
makers engaged in the occupations and the manage-
ment of the home.

“Vocational industrial, vocationci agricultural, or
[househiold arts] vocational home edonaomics school or
department,” or “vocational school or department,”
shall mean a distinctive organization of courses, pu-
pils, and teachers approved by the State [Board]
Council of Tducation, designed to give either wvoce-
tional industrial, vocational agrieultural, or [house-
hold arts] wocational home economics education, as
herein defined. ]

“Vocational evening class” [in an [ndustrial agricul-
tural school or department] shall mpan a class giving
such training as can be taken by persons already em-
ployed during the working-day, and which [in order
to be called vocational] must in ity instruction deal
with the subject-mafter of, and be s¢ carried on as to
relate to, the day employment.

“Vocational evening class” in [a household arts]
vocational home economics [school or department]
ghall mean a class giving trai~ing in home-making to
girls or women, over fourteen years of age, however
they may be emploved or engaged during the day.

[“Part-time or continuation class/’ in an approved
agricultural or household arts schopl or department,
shall mean a vocational class for perkons giving a part
of their working-time to profitable -employment, and
receiving in the part-time school or department . in-
struction complementary to the practical work car-
ried on in such employment. Wo give “a part of their
working-time” such persons must give part of each
day, week. or longer period to suc¢h part-time class
during the period in which it is in session.]

“General continuation school or ¢lass,” as used in
this act, refers to that group of employed minors be-
tween fourteen and sixleen years of age who are re-
quired under the provisions of the Child Labor Act to
attend school for eight hours each wrek.

[Household arts] “Vocational home economics
school or department” shall mean a vocational school
or department designed to develop, on a vocational
basis, the capacity for [household wprk, such as cook-
ing, household service, and other orcupations in the
household] wuseful employmeni as house daughters and
home-malkers in the ocoupations and the management
of the home.
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“Pari-time co-operative vocational education” refers
to that form of vocational instruction that involves al-
ternate attendance upon school and work at the voca-
tion, given in accordance with an agreement by which
the school and industry co-operate and co-ordinate in
making aveileble the combined educational and train-
ing facilities of both. _

“Practical.” The term “practical,” as used in the act
to which this is an emendmcent, refers to the manipu-
lative or “practice-of-the-trade” aspects of a vocation.
It includes such work given in shops, laboratories,
mines, drafting rooms, and other places, and is used to
distinguish such work from “academic” or “non-voce-
tional” education.

Section 2. That section two of said act be hereby
amended to read as follows:

Section 2. The State [Board] Council of Education
is hercby authorized and directed to investigate and .
to aid in the introduction of vocational industrial, vo-
cational agricultural and [household arts] vocational
home cconomics education; to assist in the establish-
ment of schools and departments for the aforesaid
forms of education, and to inspect and approve such
schools or departments, as are hereinafter provided.
The State [Board] Council of liducation shall make
a report annually to the Governor and Legislature
describing the condition and progress of vocational
industrial, wvocationel agricultural, and [household
arts] vocational home econnmics education during the
vear, and [making]shall also make such recommenda-
tions as the [Board] Council may deem advisable.

The State Superintendent of Public Instruction shall
be the executive officer of the State [Board] Council
of Education for the administration of this act. He
shall appoint, from time to time, with the approval of
the State [Board] Council of Eduvcation. such expert
assistants, other than those already provided for by
law, as may be necessary in wvocetional industrial,
[household arts,] wocational home ccononiics, [or]
vocetional agricultural. or vocational comricre’al edu-
cation, and all clerical and other agents necessary in
carrying out the provisions of this act.

Section 3. That section three of said act be herehy
amended to read as follows: '

Section 3. In order that instruction in the prin-
ciples and the practice of arts may go on together,
vocational industrial., wocational agricultural, and
[household arts] vocational howe cconomics schools or
departments mav offer instroction in day, part-time,
and evening classes. Attendance upon such dav. even-
ing, or part-time classes shall be restricted to those
over fourteen years of age,
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SBection 4. That section four of gaid act be hereby
amended to read as follows:

Section 4. Any school district may, through its
board of school directors, establish and maintain voca-
tional industrial, voeational agrieultural, [household

arts] vocational home economics, and vocational com-

mereial schools or departments.

Section 5. That section five of said act he hereby
amended to read as follows:

Section 5. Two or more districts may, as provided
in article eighteen, sections one thousand eight hundred
and one to one thousand eight hundred and eight, in-
clusive, of the school laws of Pennsylvania of one thou-
sand nine hundred eleven, entitled “An act to establish
a public school system in the Commpnwealth of Penn-
sylvania, together with the provisiong by which it shall
be administered, and prescribing penalties for the
violation thereof; providing revenue to establish and
maintain the same, and the method of colleeting such
revenue; and repealing all laws, general, special or
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local, or any parts thereof, that are or may be incon-

sistent therewith,” through a joint school committee,
establish and maintain vocational industrial, vocation-
al agricultural, [or household arts] wvocational home
economics, or vocational commercial schools or depart-
ments, to be known as joint vocatianal schools or de-
partments.

Section 6. That section six of said act be hereby
amended to read as follows:

Section 6. Local school boards and joint school
committees administering approved wocational indus-
trial, vocational agricultural, [or household arts} voca-
tioncl home economics, or wvocational commercial
schools or departments, may, under a plan to be ap-
proved by the State [Board] Council of Education,
appoint an advisory committee composed of members
representing local trades, industries, and occupations.
It shall be the duty of such a committee to counsel
with and advise the local or joint board of trustees,
and other school officials, having th¢ management and
supervision of such schools.

Section 7. That section seven of paid act be hereby
amended to read as follows:

Section 7. Any resident of any school distriet in
Pennsylvania which does not maintain an approved
vocational industrial, vocalional agricultural, [or
household arts] wvocational home egonomics, or voca-
tional commercial education school pr department, of-
fering the type of training which he desires, may make
application to the school board of any other district
for admission to such school or department maintained
by said board. In case said board refuses him admis-
sion, he may apply to the State [Board] Council of

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Education for admission to such school or department.
The State [Buard] Council of Education—decision of
which shall be final—may approve or disapprove such
application. In making such decision the State
[Board] Council of Education shall take into con-
sideration the opportunities for free vocational train-
ing in the community in which the applicant resides,
the financial status of the community, the age, sex,
preparation, aptitude, and previous record of the ap-
plicant, and all other relevant circumstances.

The school distriet in which the person resides, who
has been admitted, as above provided, to an approved
vocational industrial, wvocational agricultural, [or
household arts] vocational home economics, or voca-
tional commercial school or department maintained by
another school district, shall pay a tuition fee, to be
determined after the same manner provided for the
high schools in article seventeen, section one thousand
seven hundred and eleven, of the 'school laws of Penn-
sylvania, for one thousand nine hundred and eleven,
entitled “An act to establish a public school system
in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, together with
the provisions by which it shall be administered, and
prescribing penalties for the violation thereof, provid-
ing revenue to establish and maintain the same, and the
method of collecting such revenue; and repealing all
laws, general, special or local, or any parts thereof,
that are or may be inconsistent therewith,” [and the
Commonwealth shall reimburse such school districts,
as provided for in this act]. If any school district neg-
lects or refuses to pay for such tuition it shall be liable
therefor, in an action of contract, to the school district
or school districts maintaining the school which the
pupil, with the approval of the board, attended.

Section 8. That section eight of said act be hereby
amended to read as follows:

Section 8. Vocational industrial, vocational agricul-
tural, and [household arts] vocational home economics
schools or departments shall, so long as they are ap-
proved by the State [Board] Council of Education as
to organization, control, location, equipment, courses
of study, qualifications of teachers, methods of instruc-
tion, conditions of admission, employment of pupils,
and expenditures of money, constitute approved local
or joint vocational schools. School districts maintain-
ing such approved loeal or joint vocational schools or
departments shall receive reimbursement, as hereinafter
provided.

Section 9. That section nine of said act be hereby
amended to read as follows:

Section 9. The Commonwealth, in order to aid in
the maintenance of the approved local or joint woce-
tional industrial [household arts], vocational home eco-
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nomics, and vocational agricultural schools or depart-
ments, shall, as provided in this act, pay annually from
the treasury to school districts and unnions of school
districts, maintaining snch schools or departments, by
order on the State Treasurer, signed by the Superin-
tendent of Public Instruction, from funds appropriated
by the Legislature for that purpose or otherwise avail-
able, and in addition to the amounts paid to such
school districts under the provisions of section one thou-
sand two hundred and ten of an act, approved the eigh-
teenth day of May, one thousend nine hundred and
eleven (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred ond nine), en-
titled “An act to establish a public school system in the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvenia, together with the pro-
visions by which it shall be adminisiered, and prescrib-
ing penaliies for the wviolation thereof, providing rev-
enue to establish and maintain the same, and the
method of collecting such revenue; and repealing oll
laws, yeneral, special or locul, or any parts thereof,
that are o may be inconsistent therewith,” as amend-
ed, [an amount equal to two-thirds the sum which has
been expended during the previous scliool year by such
_a school district, or districts, for instruction in practi-
cal subjects and in such related technical and academic
subjects as may be necessary to complete well-rounded
courses of training] amounts computed in accordance
with the following schedules:

Districts of the first class. The Commonaealth shall
reimburse, as hereinafter provided, digtricls of the first
cless to the extent of twenty-five por ¢entum (25%) of
the sum expended for salaries during the previous
school year by such district or unions of districts for
approved instruction in practical and related technical
subjects in day vocational schools or departments, and
for approved instruction in practical, related technical,
and agcodemic subjects in part-time cooperative schools
or departments.

Districts of the second, third, and fourth classes.
The Commonwealth shall reimburse, as hereinafter pro-
vided, districts of the second, third, and fourth classes
which hoave a true valuation per teacher of assessable
properly exceeding two hundred thousand dollars
(3200,000) to the extent of forty per ¢entum (40%) of
the sum expended for salaries during the previous
school year by such: district or unions of districts for
approved instruction im practical and related techni-
cal subjects in day vocational schools or departments,
and for approved instruction in practical, related tech-
nical, and academic subjects in paritime co-operalive
schools or departments; end that the pmount paid to o
school disirict in any of the foregoing classes which
has a true valuation per teacher of mere than one hun-
dred thousand dollars ($100,000) and not more than
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two hundred thousend dollars ($200,000) shall be for-
ty-five per centum (45%) of the sum expended for sala-
ries during the previous school year by such district
or unions of districts for epproved inslruction, practi-
cal and reluted techmical subjects in day vocational
schools or depariments and for approved instruction
in practical, rclated technical, and academic subjects
in part-time co-operative schools or departments; and
that the amount paid to a district in any of the fore-
going classes which has o true valuation per teacher of
assessable property more than fifty thousand dollars
($50,000) and not more than onc hundred thousand
dollars ($100,000) shall be fifty per centum (50%) of
the sum erpended for salaries during the previous

cxchool year by such district or unions of districts for

approved instruction in practical and related technical -
subjects in day vocational schools or departments and
for approved instruction in practical, rclaled technical,
and academic subjects in part-time co-operative schools
or departments; and the amount paid to a school dis-
tr'ct in any of the foregoing classes which has a true
valuation per teacher of assessable property of fifty
thousand deollars ($50,000) or less shall receive fifty-
five per centum (55%) of the sum expended for sala-
ries during the previous school year by such Adistrict
or unions of districts for approved insiruction in prac-
tical and related techwical subjects in day vocational
schools or departments and for cpproved instruction
in practical, related technical, and academic subjecls
in part-time co-operative schools or departments: Pro-
vided, That districts of the fourth class shell be reim-
bursed to the exteni of twenty per centum (209%) of
the sum caxpended for solaries during the previous
school year by such district or unions of districts for
approved instruction in academic subjects in approved
rural community vocational schools: Provided fur-
ther, That no distlrict shall receive a reimbursement
of more than cighty per centum (80%) of any one
teacher’s salary from either Federal or Stale funds or
from both. :

The Commonwealth, in order to aid in the mainte-
nance of approved local or joint evening vocational in-
duslrial, vocational home economics, and wvocational
agricultural schools or departments or part-time voca-
tion~1 courses shall pay, as provided in this act as
amended, annually from the treasury to school districts
and unions of school districts maintaining such even-
ing schools or depariments in the several classes of
districts, an amount equal to two-thirds the sum which
woes expended for salaries of part-time and evening
school teachers and supervisors during the prerious
school year by such a school district or unions of dis-
tricts for approved instruction in practical and related
technical subjects.
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Whenever two or more fourth class districts unile
by joint .agreement, approved by the Department of
Public Instruction, for the purpose of providing and
maintaining approved vocational instrug¢tion «s ¢ part
of the school program, the Cowminonwealth shall as pro-
vided in this act pey annua!ly from the treasury to
such unions of school districts {he sum of five hundred
dollars ($500) so long as such joint agreement is in
cifect. '

The Commonwealth, in order to aid in the mainte-
nance of approved local or joint compulsory general
continuation schools for minors fourteen to sirteen
years of age, shall pay, as provided in this act, annually
from the treasury to school districts and unions of
school districts maintaining such schools ticenty per
centuin ( 209%) of the sum expended for salaries durmg
the previous school year by the districl or unions of
school districts for approved instruction required by
law: Provided further, That the Commonwealth shall
reimburse districts or unions of districts to the extent
of forty per centum (40%) of the sum expended during
the previous school year for sclaries paid teachers of
general continuation schools who were employed on a
part-time basis. [Provided, No one school district shall
receive more than ﬁve thousand dollars in any one
school year.

School districts that have paid clainis for tuition in
approved local or joint vocatiopal schools or depart-
ments shall be reimbursed by the Commonwealth, as
“provided in this act, to the extent of ane-half the sum
expended by such school districts in payment of such
claims.]

Section 10. That section ten of Sald act be hereby
amended to read as follows:

Section 10. On or before the ﬁrstﬁ Wednesday of
January of any year in which the regular session of
the Legislature is held, the State [Board] Council of
Education shall present to the Legislature an estimate
of the amount of money necessary to meet the ex-
penditures to be incurred in the administration of this
act for the two school years beginning with the first
day of the ensuing July; and of the amount necessary
to meet the claims of school districts and unions of
school districts maintaining approved vocational
schools or departments, under the provisions of this
act, for the two school years beginning with the first
day of the ensuing July. On the basiy of such a state-
ment, the Legislature shall make an appropriation of
such amounts ds may be necessary to meet the expense
of carrying this act into effect, and of reimbursing
such school districts and unions of schoel distriets for
such school years, as herein providedl,
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Seotion 11 amena.  Section 11. That section eleven of said act be here-

ed. by amended to read as follows:

Statement of ex-  Section 11. On or before the tenth day of 'July of

penditures. each year the school authorities of each district shall
present to the State Superintendent of Public Instruc-
tion a statement of the amount expended during the
school year, previous to such first day of July, for in-
struction in approved local or joint wocationael indus-
trial, [household arts] vocational home economics, con-
tinuation schools, or vocational agricultural schools or
departments, as herein provided. On the basis of such
a statement, the State Superintendent of Public In-
struction shall, by requisition upon the State Treas-
urer, pay such school districts and joint school dis-
tricts such reimbursement for the previous school year
as is provided for in this act.
