AN ACT

To amend article twe of an act, approved the seventeenth day
of May, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-one (Pamphlet
Laws, seven hundred and eighty-nine), entitled “An act relating

. to insurance; establishing an insurance depirtment; and amend-
ing, revising, and consolidating the law relating to the licens-
ing, qualification, regulation, examination, suspension, and dis-
solution of insurance companies, Lloyds aspociations, reciprocal
and inter-insurance exchanges, and certain societies and orders,
the examination and regulation of fire insurance rating bureaus,
and the licensing and regulation of inburance -agents and
brokers; providing penalties; and repealing existing laws,” by
adding thereto sectiom two hundred and tienty; by providing
for the appropriation of fees collected by the department for
expenditure by the department for administration purposes.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That article two of
an act, approved the seventeenth day ¢f May, one thou-
sand nine hundred and twenty-one (Pamphlet Laws,
seven hundred and eighty-nine), entitled “An act re-
lating to insurance; establishing an insurance depart-
ment; and amending, revising, and ¢onsolidating the
law relating to the licensing, qualification, regulation,
examination, suspension, and dissolution of insurance
companies, Iloyds associations, reci}}rocal and inter-
insurance exchanges, and certain societies and orders,
the examination and regulation of fire insurance rat-
ing bureaus, and the licensing and regulation of insur-
ance agents and brokers; providing penalties; and re-
pealing existing laws,” is hereby amended by adding
thereto section two hundred and twenty:

Section 220. Insurance Department Fund Created.
The sum of one hundred and seventy-five thousand dol-
lars ($175,000) of the fees collected in each fiscal year
in accordance with section two hundred and eleven of
this act shall each year be kept separate and apart
by the Statc Treasurer in ¢ fund known as “Insurance
Department Fund;” and shaell be empended under di-

- rection of the Insurance Commissioner for the admin-
istration of the Insurance Department, which shall in-
clude payment of salary of the Insurpnce Commission-
er and the Deputy Commissioner, salary and compen-
sation of the regular clerical force, extra clerks, ste-
nographers and ewxira stewographers, cashiers and as-
sistant cashiers, accountants, auditors, messengers,
janitors, investigators, inspectors, appraisers, eramin-
ers and assistant and special evaminers, special depu-
ties, actuaries, assistant and special actuaries, court
expenses and counsel fees, notary public fees, hotel ex-
penses, meals, baggage, transportation, and traveling
expenses, including automobile hire, and for telegrams,
postage, and telephones, and for rental and equipment
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and maintenance of branch offices of the department,
and for contingent expenses, including in the discre-
tion of the Insurance Commissioner any printing and
the purchase of office supplies; and for such purposes
such. moneys are hereby specifically appropriated. The
Auditor General shall from time to time upon requisi-
tion of the Insurance Commissioner draw his warrant
for the amounts of said requisitions.

Disposition of bat. . 1Y balance remaining in said fund at end of each

ance. fiscal year over and beyond obligations paid or con-
tracted for in the fiscal year by the Insurance Commis-
sioner or necessary for the purposes of the department,
as hereinbefore provided, shell be paid over to the
general fund of the State by warrant of the Auditor
General upon requisition of the Insurance Commis-
sioner.

AN ACT

Authorizing the Department of Highways to make repairs to and
provide for the maintenance of roads and highways in Valley
Forge Park, and making an appropriation therefor.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &ec., That the sum of one
hundred thousand dollars ($100,000), or so much there-
of as may be necessary, is hereby specifically appro-
priated to the Valley Forge Park Commission for the
two fiscal years commencing June first, one thousand
nine hundred and twenty-five, for the payment of the
Appropriation for COSE of the repairs and maintenance of roads and high-
roads. ways within the limits of said Valley Forge Park as

at present existing; said repairs and maintenance to
be made by the forces of and with the equipment of
the Department of Highways.

Section 2. All acts and parts of acts inconsistent
herewith are hereby repealed.
