Ta amend Route 'l'wo Ilumlred and Eighty-two of section six of 
an act, approved the thirty-first day of l\Iay, one thousand nim• 
hundred and eleven, entitled. "An act providing for the estab­
lishment of a State Higlnvay Department, by the appointment 
of a State Highway Commissioner, two Deputy State Highway 
Commissioners,. chief enginecl'. chief draughtsman, superintend­
ents of highways, and a staff of assistants and employes; tle­
fining their duties and the jurisdiction of the State Highway 
Department, and fixing salaries of Commissioner and deputies 
and other appointees; providing for taking over from the coun­
ties or townships of the Commonwealth certain existing public 
roads connecting county-seats, principal cities. and towns and 
extending to the State line; describing and defining same by 
route numbers as the State highways ·of the Commonwealth; 
providing for the improvement, maintenance and r0pair of 
sairl State highways solely at the expense of the Common­
wealth, and relieving the several townships or counties from 
any further ob\igation and expense to improve or maintain the 
same, and re.ieving said townships nr counties of authority
