To amend sections one and two of the act, approved the fif-
teenth day of July, one thousand eight hundred and ninety-
seven (Pamphlet Laws, two hundred seventy-six), entitled
“An act to probibit the payment of any occupation or poll

' tax assessed for State or county purposes of any elector, by
any person other than the elector against whom such tax
is assessed, except upon the written and signed order of
such assessed elector, and prescribing penalties,” by pro-
viding certain exemptions,

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section one of the
act, approved the fifteenth day of July, one thousand
eight hundred and ninety-seven (Pamphlet Laws, two
bundred seventy-six), entitled ‘‘An act to prohibit the
payment of any occupation or poll tax assessed for
State or county purposes of any elector, by any per-
son other than the elector against whom such tax is as-
sessed, except npon the written and signed order of
such assessed elector, and preseribing penalties,”’ is
hereby amended to read as follows:

Section 1. Be it enacted, &e., That from and after
the passage of this act it shall be unlawful for any
person or persons to pay or cause to be paid any oc-
cupation or poll tax assessed against any elector, ex-
cept [on] where paid by a husband or wife for his or
her spouse, or by a parent for his or her child, unless
pursuant to the written and signed order of such elector
authorizing such payment to be made, which written
and signed order must be presented at least thirty
days prior to the date of holding the election at which
such elector desires to vote. '

Section 2. That section two of said act is hereby
amended to read as follows:

Section 2. That it shall be unlawful for any officer,
clerk or other person authorized to collect taxes and
receipt therefor, to receive payment of or receipt for
any occupation or poll tax assessed for State or county
purposes from any persons other than the elector against
whom such tax shall have been assessed, except [npon]
in the cases provided in section one, unless pursuant fo
his or her written and signed order authorizing such
payment to be made.

To amend the act, approved the seventeenth day of May, one
thousand nine hundred and twenty-one (Pamphlet Laws,
six hundred eighty-two), entitled “An act relating to in-
surance ; amending, revising, and consolidating the law pro-
viding for the incorporation of insurance ecompanies, and
the regulation, supervision, and protection of home and
foreign insurance companies, Lloyds associations, recip-
rocal and inter-insurance exchanges, and fire insurance rat-
ing bureaus, and the regulation and supervision of insur-
ance carried by such companies, associations, and exchanges,
including insurance carried by the State Workmen's In-
surance Fund; providing penalties; and repealing existing
laws,” adding certain new sections; providing for the im-
position of penalties by the Insurance Commissioner; fur-
ther clarifying the kinds of insurance which are exempted
from provisions relating to health and accident insurance;
increasing the surplus required of foreign fire and marine
insurance companies to be licensed to do husiness in this
Commonwealth; and forbidding discrimination, and the use
of policies or forms unless approved by the Insurance Com-
missioner; providing for issuing of insurance covering loss
oceasioned by smoke, smudge, and perils arising out of
ownership of aircraft and motor vehicles; providing for
filing of amended charters and certifications thereof in
merger proceedings; giving the Insurance Commissloner
authority to permit stock fire, stock marine, or stock fire
and marine insurance companies to invest reserves in
securities of foreign governments; defining rights and re-
sponsibilities of fire insurance companies in the payment
of dividends to stockholders; and providing further de-
ductions for tax purposes.
