AN ACT

Authorizing the boards of prison inspectors, in counties of
the second class of this Commonwenlth, to appoint jail
chaplains, and direeting the salary boards of such counties
to fix the salaries and eompensation of such chuplains,

Section 1. Be it enacted, &ec., That the boards of
prison inspectors, in counties of the second class of this
Commonwealth, be and are hereby authorized to ap-
point sufficient jail chaplains deemed necessary to care
for the spiritual welfare of the prisoners under their
charge.

Section 2. The salary boards of said counties be and
are hereby directed to fix and establish the salaries or
compensation of such chaplains. Payment thereof shall
be made from the county treasury in the usual manner.

AN ACT

For the acceptance of a site from the University of Pittsburgh,
and for surveys and the preparation of preliminary plans
and estimates for a Western State Psyehiatric Hospital;
providing for the erection, construction, and equipment of
said hospital when approprintions are made availuble, and
for its management by the Department of Welfare.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the Department
of Property and Supplies is hereby authorized to ae-
quire in the name of the Commontwealth, by gift from
the University of Pittsburgh, a suitable site for a West-
ern State Psychiatrie Hospital on the eampus of or in
the neighborhood of the University of Pittsburgh.

The said department shall, upon the acquisition of said
site, proceed with preliminary surveys, plans and esti-
mates for the construection and equipment of a Western
State Psychiatric Hospital, and for the improvement
of the grounds connected therewith, in the manner pro-
vided by the Administrative Code of 1929. Such plans
shall be subject to approval hy the Department of Wel-
fare. The cost of such preliminary surveys, plans and
estimates shall be pavable out of eurrent maintenance
funds of the Department of Property and Supplies,
but shall not exceed the sum of twenty-five thousand
dollars (£25,000).

Section 2. The Department of Property and Supplies
shall proceed. as soon as funds are made avai'able there-
for by appropriation, with the erection, construction
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
