hereby amended to read as follows : 

Section 7. Licensing of Projectionists.-No person 
shall be permitted to project any motion picture, either 
theatrical or non-theatrical, until he has obtained a li­
cense from the Department of Labor and Industry, after 
passing an examination prescribed by the said depart~ 
ment, for which fees shall be charged as hereinafter pro­
vided; and no person shall be permitted in any projec­
tion room during any performance, except licensed pro­
jectionists, apprentice projectionists, the manager or 
owner of the theater, or authorized officials of the De­
partment of Labor and Industry. Any license may be 
suspended or revoked for due cause, but no license shall 
be revoked until the projectionist or apprentice pro­
jectionist has been granted a hearing before the Secre­
tary of Labor and Industry. 

Every application for examination as a projectionist 
shall be accompanied by a fee of two dollars ($2.00). 
If the applicant is successful, a certificate of oompe­
tency and a license shall be issued upon payment of an 
additional fee of five dollars ($5.00) for projectio-nist.<i 
of theatrical or commercial motion pictures, or a fee of 
two dollars ($2.00) for projectionists of non-theatrical 
motion pictures. There shall be no examination fee re­
quired from apprentice projectionists, but there shall be 
a license fee of three dollars ($3.00) required, the same 
to accompany application from the apprentice projec­
tionist. For the annual renewal of license for a theatri­
cal or commercial projectionist, there shall be a fee of 
five dollars ($5.00) charged, the same to accompany the 
application for renewal of license, and, for non-theatri­
cal projectionists, the renewal fee shall be two dollars 
($2.00). The renewal fee for apprentice license shall be 
one dollar ($1.00). All fees shall be paid to the Depart­
ment of Labor and Industry aml by the said department 
paid to the State Treasurer, through the Department of 
Revenue, for the use of the Commonwealth.

and Industry to charge for the collt of making examinations of 
plans, and eliminating duplicating and overlapping inspection• 

. of plans in certain cases. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &e., That section eight of the 
act, approved the twenty-seventh day of April, one thou­
sand nine hundred and twenty-seven (Pamphlet Laws, 
four hundred sixty-five), entitled "An act to provide 
for t:fie aaf ety of persona employed, housed, or assembled 
in certain buildings and structures not in cities of the 
first class, second class, and second class A, by requiring 
certain construction and ways of egress, equipment, and 
maintenance; providing for the licensing of pro,iection­
ists; :requiring the submission of plans for examination 
and approval ; providing for the promulgation of rules 
and regulations for the enforcement of this act; pro­
viding for the enforcement of this act by the Department 
of Labor and Industry and, in certain eases, by the chiefs 
of fire departments in cities of the third class; providing 
penalties for violations of the provisions of this act; and 
repealing certain acts,'' is hereby amended to read as 
follows: 

Section 8. Approval of Plans.-It shall be the duty of 
the owner, architect, or contractor of every building or 
structure, as dei;;eribed in this act, hereafter erected, 
adapted, remodeled, or altered, to submit to the Depart­
ment of Labor and Industry for approval, architectural 
drawings, specifications, or other data showing compli­
ance with the provisions of this act and the rules and reg­
ulations of the said department which may be promul­
gated for the enforcement of the provisions of this act. 
No such building or structure shall be erected, adapted, 
remodeled, or altered, until such plans have been ex­
amined and approval given by the Department of Labor 
and Industry, and a building permit obtained in munici­
palities where such permit is required by ordinance. 

For making the necessary examination for approval 
of architectural drawings, specifications, or other data, 
the department shall make a charge equal to the actv,al 
cost of making such examinations, not, however, to ex­
ceed the sum of twenty-five dollars ($25.00), and no such 
drawings, specifications, or other data shall be approved 
until payment is made of the fee charged there! or. All 
fees received by the said department for making such ex­
aminations shall be paid into ihf.l State Treasury through 
the Department of Revenue. 

Any such owner, architect, or contractor, whose draw­
ings or specijicatwns h111Ve been submitted to a1'.d ap· 
proved by said deparlme"t aa herein provided, may pro-
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ceed with the erection, adapting, remodeling, or altering 
of such building or structure without submitting such 
drawings or specification.~ to or obtaining the approval 
of any other department, lward, or agency of the State 
government. 

Section 2. This act shall become effective upon the when ettect!Tc. 
date of its final enactment.

Section 11. Approval of Plans.-Before any elevator 
shall be erected and installed, or undergo repairs 
amounting to one-hf11f or more of the original value of 
the said elevator, detaiIE>d plans and i,;pecifications of the 
said apparatus, in duplicate. shall be submitted to the 
department for approval. The application for tke ap­
proval of pta11s of elevators shall be accompanied by the 
following fees: Dumb-waiters, five dollars; freight ele­
vators, seuen dollars and fifty cents: and passenger ele­
vators, ten dollars. If the said plans are approved, a 
permit for the erection or repair of such elrvator shall be 
issued by the department, and a final im;;pection shall bE' 
made of the apparatus when insta1Ied or repairs com­
pleted, before final approval shall be g-iven by the de-
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
