No payment shall be made from the appropriation herein until the
various departments and agencies of the Commonwealth shall have
first filed with the Council of Civil Defense sworn proofs of loss ex-
penditures, losses and damages in detailed statements.

The Department of Property and Supplies, and such other State
agencies as the Governor may designate, shall review the same and
recommend to the Governor the amounts which, in their opinion,
represent the value of the expenditures, losses and damages by reason
of the hurricane and floods of August, one thousand nine hundred
fifty-five, Payment from said appropriation shall be made by requisi-
tion of the Council of Civil Defense in the mauner provided by law.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

Providing for reconstruction and repair of roads, streets, highways and bridges,
damaged or destroyed, by the hurricane, flood or high water of August, 1955;
making appropriations out of the Motor License Iund to the Department
of Highways for allocation to political subdivisions, subject io approval of
the State Council of Civil Defense, and for the reconstruction and. repair
of State highways and bridges thereon, and free bridges under the jurisdiction
of the Delaware River Joint Toll Bridge Commission, and for allocation to
cities, boroughs, towns and townships for general highway purposes.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The sum of fifteen million dollars ($15,000,000) is
appropriated out of the Motor License Fund 4o the Department of
Highways, for payment to political subdivisions, for rebuilding
or repairing roads, streets, highways and bridges, destroyed or dam-
aged, by the hurricane, flood or high water of August, 1955.

Sectiod 2. Bach political subdivision, the roads, streets, high-
ways or bridges of which have been damaged or destroyed by the
hurricane, flood or high water of August, 1955, shall submit, no later
than sixty days from the final enactment hereof, to the department a
statement of the specific damage done to its roads, streets, highways
and bridges and an overall plan of reconstruction and repair showing
specifically what work has been completed and what additional work
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must be done in order to make the roads, streets, highways and bridges
serviceable and safe for travel and an estimate of the cost of the addi-
tional work. There shall also be submitted a statement, (1) that the
political subdivision has made a substantial effort to meet the
emergency in accordance with its finanecial resources, and the amount
expended and to be expended by the political subdivision, and (2)
that the political subdivision has applied for aid from the Federal
Government and the amount of such aid that may be available to it.

Section 3. Upon consideration of the applications and after such
investigation as he deems necessary the Secretary of Highways, with
the approval of the State Council of Civil Defense, shall allocate
to each applicant as much of the fund hereby appropriated as the
application shall justify and reasonably warrant. Payments of the
amounts allocated shall be made to the freasurers of the several
political subdivisions by requisition of the Department of Highways
in the manner provided by law. The department may make rules and
regulations for carrying out the provisions of this act.

Section 4. The sum of thirty million dollars ($30,000,000) is
appropriated out of the Motor License Fund to the Department of
Highways for rebuilding or repairing State highways and bridges on
State highways and free bridges over the Delaware River under the
jurisdiction of the Delaware River Joint Toll Bridge Commission,
destroyed or damaged by the hurricane, flood or high *water of
August, 1955,

Section 5. The balance of the money in the Motor License Fund
derived from the further additional state tax of one cent a gallon
or fractional part thereof imposed by amendment to the ‘‘Liquid
Fuels Tax Aect,’”’ and by amendment to the ‘‘Fuel Use Tax Aect,’”’ in
excess of the sum of forty-five million dollars ($45,000,000), appro-
priated hereby, is appropriated to the cities, boroughs, towns and
townships of the Commonwealth, and shall be paid over in the manner
provided by law, on requisition of the Secretary of Highways, to the
respective cities, boroughs, towns and townships, and shall be used
for the construction, reconstruction, maintenance and repair of roads
and streets, including bridges and drainage structures for which the
municipality is responsible.

The following sums of money or so much thereof as
may be necessary are hereby specifically appropriated to the Treasury
Department for the purpose of payment of replacement checks issued
and requisitioned by the Treasury Department for the purpose of com-
pensating any person issued a check between May twenty-four, one
thousand nine hundred forty-three, and March twenty-nine, one thou-

sand nive hundred forty-six, both inclusive, and not presented for
payment:

Section 2. Any persons issued a check between May twenty-four,

General Appropriation Act’’ of one thousand nine hundred fifty-five.
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
