Furthermore,the sum Of $9,180,172would morethanconsumethe
anticipatedsurplusfor the currentfiscal year. Sincethis anticipated
surplushasbeenusedto balancethe budgetfor the next fiscal year,
dissipationof this surpluswould throw the Commonwealthagaininto
“the morassof deficit financing‘out of whichwehavejustsucceededin
extricatingourselves.

It shouldbe notedthat theLegislaturehasprovided in the General
AppropriationAct (HouseBill No. 1) which I have,thisday, signed
into law, that the generalfund revenuesactually receivedduring the
current 1961-62 fiscal period in excessof the estimatedrevenuesfor
this period, as certified by the Secretaryof Revenue,will be dis-
tributed to the school districtsof the Commonwealthin the manner
now prescribedby law.

tional balancestudiesfor specific projectsrelatedto chronic diseases
