HB 731

Making appropriationsto the PennsylvaniaHigherEducationAssistanceAgency
to providescholarshipsandeducationalassistancegrants,to provide funds for
lenderparticipationincentives,to provide funds for the purposeof assisting
approvedinstitutionsof higherlearningin securingFederalfunds for financial
aid to students,and to administer the agency and otherwisecarry out the
provisionsof the actof August 7, 1963 (P. L 549),and the act of January25,
1966 (P. L 1546).

The GeneralAssemblyof theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Thefollowing sumsareherebyspecificallyappropriatedto
the PennsylvaniaHigher EducationAssistanceAgency for the fiscal year
July 1, 1969 to June30, 1970 to be transferredto anddepositedin the
Higher EducationAssistanceFund as requestedby the agency,for the
following usesandpurposes:

(1) For payment of scholarships and educational
assistancegrantsunder the provisionsof the act of January
25, 1966 (P. L. 1546) $51,410,876

(2) For thepurposeof administeringtheprogramsof the
agencyauthorizedundertheact of August7, 1963(P.L 549)
and the act of January25, 1966 (P. L 1546), including
paymentof lenderparticipationincentives $1,589,124

Provided,however,That in addition hereto,the agency
may use no more than five hundred thousand dollars
($500,000)from its accruedandfutureearningsfrom funds
investedby the Boardof Directorsfor administrationof the
guaranty loan program during the 1969-1970fiscal year
underthe act of August7, 1963 (P. L 549).

(3) For the purposeof assistingapprovedinstitutionsof
higher learning in securing and obtaining maximum
participation in Federal studentaid funds to be used as
financialaid to studentsin meetingtheir costsof attendance
at suchinstitutionsundertheprovisionsof theactofJanuary
25, 1966 (P. L. 1546) $ 1,000,000

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The sum of fifty thousanddollars ($50,000),or as much
thereofas may be necessary,is herebyspecifically appropriatedto the
Departmentof Commercefor thefiscal yearJuly1, 1969to June30, 1970
for the paymentof grantsto AppalachianLocal DevelopmentDistrictsas
authorizedby theAdministrative Code of 1929 asamended.In addition
to this amount,all moneysreceivedfrom theFederalGovernmentor from
any othersourceascontributionsfor this programshallbe paid into the
GeneralFundand credited to this appropriation.

Commission and for participation in the operation of the office of
AppalachianStates’Regional Representativefor the fiscal yearJuly 1,
1969 to June30, 1970.

In orderto carryinto effect the actof Congress,approved
July 2, 1862, granting public land to the severalstatesfor educational
purposes,andsubsequentactsof Congressrelatedthereto,andthe act of
the General Assembly of Pennsylvaniaacceptingthe provisions and
conditionsof said actsof Congressandpledging the faith of the Stateto
carry the sameinto effect, the sum of sixty-nine million one hundred
sixty-threethousanddollars ($69.163,000).or asmuchthereofasmaybe
necessary,is hereby specifically appropriatedto the Trusteesof the
PennsylvaniaStateUniversity for the fiscalyearJuly 1, 1969 to June30,
1970,for the following purposesand in the amountsas shown:

Section 2. Paymentsto PennsylvaniaState University on accountof

the appropriationfor residenteducation, as provided in clause (1) of
section 1 of this act, shallbe madeon thebasisof the numberof credit
hoursor equivalentcredit hoursproducedduring the fiscal year.

Section 3. Paymentsto PennsylvaniaStateUniversity on accountof

(4) and(S)of section1 of thisact, shallbemadeon thebasisof thenet costs
of suchprograms.Thenet cost of eachsuchprogramshallbe the excess
of the expendituresmadeover theincomereceived.
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Section 4. Payments to Pennsylvania State University of the
appropriationshereinprovidedshallbe madequarterlyduring the fiscal
yearas follows:

(1) First paymenton September30, 1969;
(2) Secondpaymenton December31, 1969;
(3) Third paymenton March 31, 1970;and
(4) Final paymenton June30, 1970.
Such quarterly paymentsshall be made in accordancewith the

provisionsof sections2 and3 of this act, on the basisof estimatesof such
credit hours or equivalentcredit hours and net costsas submittedby
PennsylvaniaStateUniversity tothe GeneralAssemblyandto theAuditor
Generalnot laterthanthirty daysprior to thedateon which suchpayment
is to be made.

Section5. The PennsylvaniaStateUniversity shallapply the moneys
appropriatedby thisactonlyfor suchpurposesasarepermittedin thisact
andshallat all timesmaintainproper recordsshowingthe applicationof
such moneys.Not later than onehundredtwenty days after the closeof
thefiscal yearto which this actrelates,the PennsylvaniaStateUniversity
shall file with the GeneralAssemblyandwith the Auditor Generalof the
Commonwealth,a statementsettingforth theamountsandpurposesof all
expendituresmade from moneys appropriatedby this act and other
university accountsduring said fiscalyear andthe actualcredit hoursor
equivalentcredit hoursand net costs,as providedin sections2 and 3 of
this act, usedas a basisfor receiptof anyappropriationduring said fiscal
year. Such statementof expendituresshall be reviewedby the Auditor
Generalof the Commonwealth,andhe shallhavethe right, in respectto
the nioney appropriatedby this act, to audit and disallowexpenditures
madefor purposesnotpermittedby this actandto causesuchsumsto be
recoveredandpaidby the PennsylvaniaStateUniversity to the Treasurer
of the Commonwealth. The Auditor General shall also make a
determinationof suchactual credit hoursor equivalentcredit hoursand
net costsand makecertification as to their correctnessand the amounts
of final paymentsduebasedthereon.In respectto expendituresmadeby
theuniversity from moneysotherthan thoseappropriatedby this act, the
Auditor General shall havethe right of review only and he shall file
annually with the GeneralAssembly such information concerningsaid
expendituresas the General Assembly or any of its committeesmay
require.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. The sumof thirty-sevenmillion eight hundredninety-nine
thousanddollars ($37,899,000),or asmuch thereofasmay be necessary,
is herebyspecifically appropriatedto the Trusteesof the University of
Pittsburgh for the fiscal year July 1, 1969 to June 30, 1970, for the
following purposesand in the amountsas shown:

(4) University Press 113,000
Section2. Paymentsto the Universityof Pittsburghon accountof the

appropriationfor residenteducation,as providedin clause(1) of section
I of this act, shallbe madeon the basisof the numberof credit hours
producedduring the fiscal year exceptpaymentsfor medical programs
which shallbe madeon the basisof full-time enrollment.The following
ratesshallbe usedin the determinationof the amount of such payments:

cost of eachsuchprogramshall be the excessof the expendituresmade
over the incomereceived.
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Section 4. Payments to the University of Pittsburgh of the
appropriationshereinprovidedshallbe madequarterlyduring the fiscal
yearas follows:

(1) First paymenton September30, 1969;
(2) Secondpaymenton December31, 1969;
(3) Third paymenton March 31, 1970;and
(4) Fourth paymenton June30, 1970.
Such quarterly payments shall be made in accordancewith the

provisionsof sections2 and3 of this act, on thebasisof estimatesof such
credit hours,full-time equivalentstudentsenrolled in medicalprograms
andnet costsassubmittedby the Universityof Pittsburghto the General
Assemblyandto theAuditor Generalnot laterthanthirty daysprior to the
dateon which such paymentis to be made.

Section 5. The University of Pittsburgh shall apply the moneys
appropriatedby thisactonly for suchpurposesasarepermittedin thisact
andshallat all timesmaintainproper recordsshowingthe applicationof
such moneys.Not later than onehundredtwenty daysafter the closeof
the fiscal year to which this act relates,the University of Pittsburghshall
file with the General Assembly and with the Auditor Generalof the
Commonwealth,astatementsettingforth theamountsandpurposesof all
expendituresmade from moneys appropriatedby this act and other
university accountsduring said fiscal year and the actualcredit hours,
full-time equivalentstudentsenrolledin medicalprogramsandnet costs,
as providedin sections2 and 3 of this act, usedas a basisfor receipt of
any appropriationduring saidfiscal year.Suchstatementof expenditures,
credit hours,full-time equivalentstudentsenrolled in medical programs
and net costs shall be reviewed by the Auditor General of the
Commonwealth,and he shall havethe right, in respect to the moneys
appropriatedby this act, to audit and disallow expendituresmade for
purposesnotpermittedby thisactandto causesuchsumsto berecovered
and paid by the University of Pittsburgh to the Treasurer of the
Commonwealth.TheAuditor Generalshallalso makea determinationof
suchactualcredit hours,full-time equivalentstudentsenrolledin medical
programsandnetcostsandmakeacertificationasto their correctnessand
the amounts of final payments due based thereon. In respect to
expenditures made by the university from moneys other than those
appropriatedby thisact,theAuditor Generalshallhavetherightto review
only andhe shallfile annuallywith theGeneralAssemblysuchinformation
concerning such expendituresas the GeneralAssembly or any of its
committeesmay require.
