Making an appropriation to the Department of Agriculture for animal disease
eradication programs.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. The sum of $1,200,000 is hereby appropriated to the Depart-
ment of Agriculture to help in the eradication of Avian Influenza and
Pseudorabies in this Commonwealth. These funds are to be used to pay for
indemnification for live birds and poultry products destroyed during
depopulation procedures, for manpower, equipment and supplies needed to
destroy infected poultry and to clean and disinfect affected premises, and
other necessary expenses incurred by the department due to the Avian Influ-
enza outbreak. These funds may also be used for incentive payments made to
swine owners who voluntarily slaughter their breeding swine to help eradi-
cate Pseudorabies under guidelines adopted by the Department of Agricul-
ture.

Section 2. The sum appropriated in this act is in addition to any sums
appropriated to the Department of Agriculture by the act of June 30, 1985
(P.L.592, No.5A), known as the General Appropriation Act of 1985.

Section 3. This act shall take effect immediately.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 101. Short title.—This act shall be known and may be cited as
the First Supplemental General Appropriation Act of 1985.

Includes all printing, binding and sta-
tionery, food and forage, materials and supplies, traveling expenses, train-
ing, motor vehicle supplies and repairs, freight, express and cartage, postage,
telephones and telegraph rentals and toll charges, newspaper advertising and
notices, public advertising by or through any medium, fuel, light, heat,
power and water, minor construction and renovation, repairs or reconstruc-
tion of equipment, buildings and facilities, rent of real estate and equipment,
premiums on workmen's compensation, insurance premiums on policies of
liability insurance, insurance premiums on medical payment insurance and
surety bonds for volunteer workers, premiums on employee group life insur-
ance and employee and retired employee group hospital and medical insur-
ance, payment of Commonwealth share of social security taxes and unem-
ployment compensation costs for State employees, the purchase of replace-
ment or additional equipment and machinery and all other incidental costs
and expenses, including payment to the Department of General Services of
mileage and other charges for the use of automobiles and rental payments
for permanently assigned automobiles and of expenses or costs of services
incurred through the Purchasing Fund. The term ‘‘expenses’’ also shall
include the medical costs for the treatment of inmates of State institutions
when the inmate must be transferred to an outside hospital: Provided, That
in no case shall the State institution pay more for patient care than that pro-
vided under the State medical assistance program.
