The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section1. The sumsset forth in this act, or asmuchthereofas maybe
necessary,areherebyspecificallyappropriatedfrom theSunnyDay Fundto
the Departmentof Commercefor the fiscal yearJuly 1, 1987, to June30,
1988, for theprojectslisted to enhanceeconomicdevelopmentandthecrea-
tion of jobs in this Commonwealthin accordancewith the provisionsof
Chapter1 of theact of July 1, 1985 (P.L.120,No.32), knownas the Sunny
DayFundAct.

Section2. The following amountsareappropriatedto the Department
of Commerceto inducecompaniesto locate largeindustrial,manufacturing
or researchanddevelopmententerpriseswithin thisCommonwealth:

(1) For the purposeof makinga loan to Swearingen
EngineeringandTechnology, Incorporated,to locate a
fanjet aircraft manufacturing facility in Clinton and
Lycoming Counties.It is estimatedthat this projectwill
createapproximately250jobsduringthefirst threeyears.

State appropriation 8,000,000
(2) For the purposeof making a loan to Corning

GlassWorks, Incorporated,to locateadditionalmanu-
facturingoperationsatits existingfacility in Washington
County. It is estimatedthatthis projectwill create200to
400 newjobsoverthenexttwo to four years.

State appropriation 8,000,000
(3) For the purposeof making aloan to Allegheny

ParticleboardCorporation, to locate a particleboard
manufacturingfacility in McKeanCounty. It is estimated
that this projectwill create260 newjobs within the next
five years.

State appropriation 2,000,000
(4) For the purposeof making aloan to the Clinton

County IndustrialDevelopmentCorporation,to be used
to provide an interest and/or principal guaranteeto
Avtek Corporation to locate a production facility in
Clinton County thatwill manufacturecompositecompo-
nents for anew aircraft. It is estimatedthat this project
will create375 to 450 newjobs by the third yearof the
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productionphase.No fundsshall be transferredto the
Clinton County Industrial DevelopmentCorporation
until such time that the corporationcertifies to the
Departmentof Commerce,in a form satisfactoryto the
department,that money from the fund is necessaryto
satisfythe termsof the interestand/orprincipal guaran-
tee.

(5) For thepurposeof makingaloanto Microwood,

Incorporated,to locate a hardwoodveneer manufac-
turing facility in CumberlandCounty. It is estimatedthat
this projectwill create190 new jobs over thefirst three
yearsof itsoperationand275 jobswithin five years.

(6) For the purposeof making a loan to Lowengart

andCompany,Incorporated,to locateadditionalmanu-
facturing operationsat its existing facility in Franklin
County. It is estimatedthat this project will create180
newjobswithin five years.

State appropriation 1,500,000
(7) For the purposeof makingaloan to theScranton

LackawannaIndustrialBuilding Company,to beusedto
induce the Grumman Corporation,through a loan or
interestguarantee,to locatea new productdevelopment
andmanufacturingfacility in LackawannaCounty. It is
expectedthatthisprojectwill createasubstantialnumber
of new jobs. No funds shall be transferredto the
Scranton Lackawanna Industrial Building Company
until suchtimethatthe companycertifies to theDepart-
ment of Commerce,in a form satisfactoryto thedepart-
ment,that moneyfromthe fund is necessaryto proceed
with theimplementationof theproject.

Section 3. It is the intent of the GeneralAssembly that the appropri-

ationsin section2 shall be loanedat an annualinterestrate thatin no case
shallbe lessthanthe PennsylvaniaIndustrial DevelopmentAuthority’s rate
for the areaSin which the project is locatedandfor aterm thatshall be the
sameas the term for an equivalentPennsylvaniaIndustrial Development
Authority project. Privatecompanieswhich receiveSunnyDay Fundassis-
tancebut fail to makethe investmentin theenterprisedevelopmentas speci-
fied in section2 shall be liable for the repaymentof all SunnyDay Fund
moneys,includingany accruedinterestthereonandanypenaltiesset by the
Secretaryof Commerce.PrivatecompanieswhichreceiveSunnyDay Fund
assistancebut fail tocreatethenumberof jobs specifiedin theapprovedloan
or other agreementswith the Commonwealthshall be liable for a penalty
equalto an increasein the interestchargedto 2% greaterthanthe current
primeinterestratefor theremainderof theloan,unlessthepenaltyiswaived
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by the Secretaryof Commercebecausethe failure is dueto circumstances
outsidethecontrolof theprivatecompany.TheSecretaryof Commerceshall
consultwith the Chairmenof theAppropriationsCommitteesof the Senate
andof the Houseof Representativesprior to the establishmentor waiverof
penalties.

Section4. For a period equalto the term of assistanceprovided each
projectapprovedunderthis act, theDepartmentof Commerceshallprovide
awritten report on the statusof eachprojectto the Secretaryof theSenate
andtheChiefClerkof theHouseof Representativesby June30 of eachyear.
This report shall contain,at aminimum, informationpertainingto the spe-
cific useof the Sunny Day Fundmoneys,theinterest rateandterm of the
SunnyDayFundloan, theamountof principaloutstandingandinterestdue
on theloan,andthenumberof jobs createdby the project.All recipientsof
fundsunder this actshall be requiredto provideany and all information
requestedby theDepartmentof Commercefor thepurposeof thisact.

Section5. No fundsunderthis act shall beawardedby the Department
of Commerceafter June 30, 1989. Any funds from this appropriation
remainingunexpendedor unencumberedon June30, 1989, shall automat-
ically lapseinto theSunnyDayFund.

Section6. Thisactshalltakeeffectimmediately.

Stateappropriation 10,000,000
I withhold my approvalof thisentireitem. This Administrationhasawell-

established program review process which involves me as Governor, the
General Assembly, the Secretary of Transportation,the StateTransporta-
tion Commission,local governmentsandthecitizensof theCommonwealth
in setting priorities for constructing andreconstructinghighwaysin Pennsyl-
vania. To approveaspecialappropriationfor a specificprojectwouldset a
precedentwhich would undermine that entire priority-setting process.
However, dueto the importanceof this project to theCity of Chester,this
project will be given appropriate consideration during the priority-setting
process.

I am instructingthe Budget Secretaryto disregardthe conditional lan-
guagein Section21 of thebill dealingwith theeffective dateof theseappro-
priations.Thelanguagein questionreadsasfollows:

Thisactshall takeeffectimmediatelyupon thecertificationby theGov-
ernorto the Speakerof theHouseof RepresentativesandthePresident
pro temporeof the Senatethat the Departmentof Public Welfare is
taking all stepsnecessaryto comply with the provisionsof the actof
July 3, 1987 (P.L.459,No.9A), known asthe GeneralAppropriation
Act of 1987, relativeto providing the changefor setting net operating
ceilings at no less than 115% of themediancostfor medicalassistance
to long-term carefacilities. Thiscertificationshallbedepositedforpub-
lication in thePennsylvaniaBulletin.

Article III, § 11 of theStateConstitutionprovides:
The general appropriation bill shall embracenothingbut appropriations
for the executive, legislative and judicial departments of the Common-
wealth, for the public debtandfor public schools.All otherappropri-
ationsshallbemadeby separatebills, eachembracingbut onesubject.

This provision has been interpretedby the courts and the Attorney
General, in various official opinions,to prohibit substantivelanguagein
appropriation bills. Section21 of the bill before me conflicts with the
method established in the Public Welfare Codefor determiningthe rateof
reimbursement for nursinghomes.The GeneralAssemblymaynotalterthat
statutory framework through an appropriationact withoutviolating Article
III, § 11 of theConstitution. -
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Notwithstandingthis conclusion,theGeneralAssemblyshouldbeadvised
of the stepstaken bythe Department of Public Welfare to implement thelan-
guageincluded in the GeneralAppropriation Act. Notice of the depart-
ment’s intentionto increasenursinghomereimbursementceilings to 115%
of mediancostswaspublishedin the PennsylvaniaBulletin. The department
hasformallyappliedfor the Federalapprovalnecessaryto fund theincrease
andis awaitingactionby the HealthCareFinancingAdministrationon that
application.Onceapprovalis obtained, the department will move to promul-
gate regulationsto establishthe new reimbursementceiling in accordance
with the Public WelfareCode.In the Governor’s 1988-1989budgetrequest
pendingbeforetheGeneralAssembly,I haverequestedthe Statefundsnec-
essaryto providethis increasedreimbursementlevel for theperiod July 1,
1988, to June 30, 1989. In the meantime, I have requested and the General
Assemblyhasprovided in this bill an additional $13,785,000 in State funds
for current fiscal yearnursing home payments.

TheBudgetSecretaryisherebydirectedtoconsiderthe$13,785,000appro-
priation, andall otherapprovedamountscontainedin SenateBill 938, effec-
tiveimmediatelyandto take all appropriatestepsnecessaryfor paymentsto
be madeunder each appropriation.
