enactsasfollows:
PART I

GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 101. Shorttitle.—Thisactshall be knownandmay be cited as
theGeneralAppropriationAct of 1988.

Section102. Definitions.—Thefollowing wordsandphraseswhenused
in this actshall have the meaningsgiven to them in this sectionunlessthe
contextclearlyindicatesotherwise:

Includesall printing, binding andsta-
tionery, food andforage,materialsandsupplies,traveling expenses,train-
ing,motorvehiclesuppliesandrepairs,freight, expressandcartage,postage,
telephonesandtelegraphrentalsandtoll charges,newspaper-advertisingand
notices,public advertisingby or through any medium, fuel, light, heat,
powerandwater,minor constructionandrenovation,repairsor reconstruc-
tion of equipment,buildingsandfacilities,rentof realestateandequipment,
premiumson workmen’scompensation,insurancepremiumson policies of
liability insurance,insurancepremiumson medicalpaymentinsuranceand
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suretybondsfor volunteerworkers,premiumson employeegrouplife insur-
anceandemployeeandretiredemployeegrouphospitaland medicalinsur-
ance,paymentof Commonwealthshareof SocialSecuritytaxesandunem-
ploymentcompensationcostsfor Stateemployees,the purchaseof replace-
mentor additionalequipmentand machineryandall other incidentalcosts
andexpenses,including paymentto the Departmentof GeneralServicesof
mileageandotherchargesfor the useof automobilesandrental payments
for permanentlyassignedautomobi:Iesandof expensesor costs of services
incurred through the PurchasingFund.

Section105. Federal augmentation appropriations.—The following

Section106. Job Training PartnershipAct appropriations.—Thefol-

Section 107. Block grants.—(a) Appropriation.—Thefollowing sums

(b) SmallCommunitiesDevelopmentBlock Grant.—TheSmallCommu-
nitiesDevelopmentBlock Grant(SCDBG) is to assistsmallcities andcom-
munitiesthat haveahigh concentrationof impoverishedcitizens andsub-
standardhousingto expandtheir low andmoderateincomehousingoppor-
tunitiesandto meetcommunitydevelopmentneeds.

(c) CommunityServicesBlock Grant.—TheCommunityServicesBlock
Grant(CSBG) is to providea rangeof servicesandactivitieshavingamea-
surableandpotentiallymajorimpacton thecausesof poverty-in-thecommu-
nity or thoseareasof the communitywherepoverty is a particularlyacute
problem.In addition,newfocusmaybeplacedon theunemployed,bothold
andnew. Local agenciesmay lower their eligibility requirementsfor recipi-
entsto threemonthsto allow greaterflexibility to assureproperconsider-
ationof eachrecipient.

(d) EducationConsolidationandImprovementBlock Grant.—TheEdu-
cationConsolidationandImprovementBlock Grant(ECIBG) will be used
for the administrationandprovisionof educationprogramsin accordance
with therequirementsof theOmnibusBudgetReconciliationAct of 1981.

(e) PreventiveHealthandHealthServicesBlock Grant.—ThePreventive
HealthandHealth ServicesBlock Grant (PHHSBG)is for the provisionof
preventivehealthand other healthservices relatedto emergencymedical
comprehensivepublic health,hypertension,fluoridation, healtheducation,
risk reduction,homehealth,rapecrisisandrodentcontrol.

(1) MaternalandChild HealthServicesBlock Grant.-—TheMaternaland
ChildHealth ServicesBlock Grant(MCHSBG)is to assuremothersandchil-

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I have reducedor eliminatedthe aboveitemsin this GeneralAppropri-
ationAct of 1988 inorderto fufill my constitutionalobligationto sign abal-
ancedbudget.Dueto the Legislature’sfailureto enacta Mutual Thrift Tax
andalower thanoriginally anticipatedendingbalancefor fiscalyear 1987-
1988, I could not sign this bill as presentedto me andstill provide for the
effectiveoperationof StateGovernmentandallowsufficientfunding for the
traditionalnonpreferredappropriationbills which providefundsto educa-
tionalandcharitableinstitutions.

Senate Bill 1438 makes deep cuts in fundsnecessaryfor the operationof
StateGovernment.The cutsmadein generalgovernmentoperationscripple
the operating departments and do not allow for the paymentof the salary
increases recently negotiated for State employees.

Neitherdoesthe bill providesufficient funds for oureconomicdevelop-
ment programs,our PENNVESTclean waterprogram,or new education
programssuchasminimumteachersalaries,increasedfinancialsupportfor
less affluent school districts and performanceincentives for schools that
demonstrate excellence in teaching our children.

In orderto reservesufficientfundsto remedythesedeepcuts, I havemade
substantial reductions in Senate Bill 1438, including the reduction of Senate
appropriations, to emphasize the necessity for prompt action to restorenec-
essaryfundingwithoutdelayto programsvital to thepeopleofourState.

In Senate Bill 1438 I have approved increased fundsabovemy original
budget requests in the areas of cost-of-living increasesfor retired school
teachersandState employees, andmental healthandretardationprograms.

Anotherareaof concern in the budget before meis higher education which
is importantfor thecontinueddevelopmentof boththe Commonwealthand
its citizens.Becauseof its importance, it is my desireto increasethe appro-
priations containedin SenateBill 1438 and variouseducational,nonpre-
ferred appropriationswhicharenot yet beforeme. However,tbeseincreases
will not be possibleunlessthe GeneralAssemblypassesthe Mutual Thrift
Taxbill currently before it.

Senate Bill 1438 contains my requestedincreasefor theEqualizedSubsidy
for BasicEducation(ESBE).Unfortunately,the GeneralAssemblyhasnot
yet approvedanewformula for distributionfor the additional funds.This
means that the variousfactorsusedto distributethe EqualizedSubsidyfor
Basic Education funds during 1987-1988 will be utilized during 1988-1989
until changedby the GeneralAssembly,limiting funding in the interim to
1987-1988 levels. I urge the General Assembly to take immediate action to
implement my recommendedchangesto the EqualizedSubsidy for Basic
Education law which include revision of the poverty factor, an increased
Factor for Educational Expense (FEE) and a minimum teacher salary.

SenateBill 1438also contains a severelyreducedhousingandredevelop-
ment assistanceappropriationwhich fundsboth traditional housing-related
projectsandsupportsvital economicdevelopmentprogramsof the Com-
monwealth.Currently, the funds are utilized to stimulatea wide rangeof
job-creating projects, including facility upgrading and building and site
acquisitions. Commitments and approvals have been made for 21 projects
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throughout the Commonwealth from current year funds. These funds
leveraged$322million in investmentfunds from othersourcesandcreatedor
retainedover7,600 jobs. An additional17 projectsareunderactiveconsider-
ation, which will providean additional4,400jobs and leverageover $254
million in additionalinvestmentfunds.

The $20 million for housingand redevelopmentfundsnowin SenateBill
1438will bedirectedtoward thesep:rojects.However,thatsumis inadequate
to fund the economic developmentprojects currently identified or any
housing-relatedprojects.Therefore,in addition to requestingrestorationof
$5 million for economicdevelopmentprojects,cut by SenateBill 1438 from
my original budgetrequest,I will askthe GeneralAssembly in a supple-
mentalappropriationbill to restorethe additional$20million containedin
my original budgetso that housing-relatedprojectsmay be carriedout in
1988-1989astheyhavebeenin past fiscal years.

I continueto requestlegislationthat would transfer$75 million from the
State Workmen’s Insurance Fund surplus to GeneralFundprograms,includ-
ing $25 million for masstransitoperations,$25 million for the SunnyDay
Fund and $25 million for the TaxStabilizationFund.Whenthatlegislation
passes,appropriateadjustmentsto thisAct canbemadeasnecessary.

Many of the itemsnot approvedin this requestare for educationaland
charitable institutions for which I will support funding when they are
includedin nonpreferredappropriationbills whichhavepassedseparatelyby
a two-thirds vote.

By signingSenateBill 1438 as modified by thechangesset forth above, I
am acting to insure that State Government fulfills its two most fundamental
responsibilities:first, to provide,without interruption,basicserviceswhich
providefor the welfareof our people,especiallythemost vulnerableamong
our citizens; second, to fulfill the constitutional mandate to enact a balanced
State budget by the end of thefiscal year.

In addition to the reductions I have made in Senate Bill 1438, I am
instructing my BudgetSecretaryto disregardsubstantivelanguagecontained
in sections201, 212, 219 and 1106(h). The languagein questionreadsas
follows:

Section201. Governor.—’’’
This appropriationshall not beaugmented

from any source, including: interagency bill-
ings, for press servicesor communications
nor shall any expenses of the Governor’s
PressOffice be paid from any otherappro-
priation.

Theabove-quotedsubstaritivelanguageconflictswith theprovis~on&ofthe
AdministrativeCodewhichrequiretl~Latagenciesshalldevisebasesfor coop-
erationandcoordinationof work and shall eliminateduplicationand over-
lapping of functions.TheGeneralAssemblymay not alter thestatutorylaw
throughan appropriationactwithoutviolating Article III, Section 11, of the
PennsylvaniaConstitution.

No morethan50~’oof thisappropriationmay
be spent until paymenthas beenmadeof a
researchgrant in the sum of $150,000for
JudaicandNearEasternstudies.

This substantivelanguagewould restrictthe Departmentof Educationin
carryingout its statutorily mandatedfunction. The GeneralAssemblymay
not alter the statutorylaw through an appropriationact without violating
Article III, Section11, of thePennsylvaniaConstitution.

Section219. Department of Public
Welfare._* * *

This appropriationincludessufficient funds
for increasesin the amountspaid by the
Departmentof Public Welfare for indepen-
dentclinic visitsat arateof $23 pervisit, and
for homehealthagencyskilled nursing,phys-
ical therapist, occupational therapist and
speechtherapistvisits ata rateof $41 pervisit
andfor homehealthagencyhomehealthaide
visits at arateof $22 per visit. The increased
ratesshalltakeeffectonSeptember1, 1988.

Thissubstantivelanguagewould conflict with the methodestablishedin
the Public Welfare Codefor determiningthe ratefor the listedtypesof ser-
vices. The GeneralAssembly may not alter the statutorylaw through an
appropriationact without violating Article III, Section 11, of the Pennsyl-
vaniaConstitution.

Section 1106. Lapsingof unusedfunds._* * *

(h) If the Commonwealth’sUnemploymentCompenstationDebt to the
FederalGovernmentis not completelyrepaid by November 10, 1988, as
scheduled,the unexpendedbalance, including encumbrancesand preen-
cumbrancesof theDepartmentof Labor andIndustry’sgeneralgovernment
operationsappropriation,shalllapsethefollowing day,November11, 1988.

This substantivelanguagewould makeit impossiblefor theDepartmentof
Labor and Industry to carry out its statutorily mandatedfunctions.The
GeneralAssemblymay not abolishstatutorilycreatedagencies,nor prevent
suchagenciesfrom carryingout their statutorilymandatedfunctionsof gov-
ernment, through an appropriation act without violating Article III,
Section 11,of thePennsylvaniaConstitution.
