Appropriatingmoneyfrom theSunnyDay Fundto the Departmentof Commercefor

variousprojectsthroughoutthis Commonwealthfor fiscal year 1995-1996.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby

enactsas follows:

Section 1. The sumssetforth in this act, or as muchthereofasmay be
necessary,areherebyspecificallyappropriatedfrom theSunnyDay Fundto
theDeparunentof Commercefor fiscal yearJuly 1, 1995.to June30, 1996,
for theprojectslisted to enhanceeconomicdevelopmentandthe creationof
jobs in this Commonwealthin accordancewith the provisionsof Chapter1
of the act of July 1, 1985 (P.L.120,No.32),known as theSunnyDay Fund
Act.

Section 2. Thefollowing amountsareappropriatedto theDepartmentof
Commerceto induce companiesto locatelargeindustrial,manufacturingor
researchanddevelopmententerpriseswithin this Commonwealth:

(1) For the purposeof making aloan,
either directly or through an industrial
developmentagencyasdefinedin section
3 of the act of May 17, 1956 (1955
P.L.1609, No.537), known as the
Pennsylvania Industrial Development
Authority Act, to BushIndustries,Inc., to
construct a new distribution and
manufacturingfacility in Erie County. It is
estimatedthat this projectwill create300
new jobs within threeyears of operation.

Stateappropriation $2,000,000
(2) For the purposeof making aloan,

either directly or through an industrial
developmentagencyasdefined in section
3 of the Pennsylvania Industrial
Development Authority Act, to Berg
Electronics, Inc., to construct a
manufacturing facility in Huntingdon
County. It is estimatedthat this project
will create500newjobswithin threeyears
of operation.

Section3. It is theintentof theGeneralAssemblythattheappropriations
in section2 shallbe loanedat anannualinterestratethatin no caseshallbe
lessthan thePennsylvaniaIndustrial DevelopmentAuthority’s rate for the
areain which theproject is locatedandfor a term thatshall be the sameas
the term for an equivalentPennsylvaniaIndustrial DevelopmentAuthority
project.PrivatecompanieswhichreceiveSunnyDay Fundassistancebutfail
to makethe investmentin theenterprisedevelopmentasspecifiedin section
2 shallbe liable for therepaymentof all SunnyDayFundmoneys,including
any accrUedinterest thereonand any penalties set by the Secretaryof
Commerce.Privatecompanieswhich receiveSunnyDay Fundassistancebut
fail to createthe numberof jobs specifiedin the approvedloan or other
agreementswith theCommonwealthshall be liable fora penaltyequalto- an
increasein theinterestchargedto 2% greaterthanthecurrentprimeinterest
rate for the remainderof the loan unlessthe penalty is waived by the
Secretaryof Commercebecausethe failure is due to ciitumstancesoutside
of the control of the privatecompany.The Secretaryof Commerceshall
consultwith thechairmanof theAppropriationsCommitteeof theSenateand
the chairman of the Appropriations Committee of the House of
Representativesprior to theestablishmentof waiver of penalties.

Section4. For a period equal to the term of assistanceprovidedeach
projectapprovedunder thisact, theDepartmentof Commerceshall provide
a written report on the statusof eachproject to the Secretaryof the Senate
andtheChiefClerkof theHouseof Representativesby June30 of eachyear.
Thisreportshallcontain,ataminimum,informationpertainingto thespecific
useof the SunnyDay Fund money,the interestrateandterm of the Sunny
Day Fundloan, the amountof principal outstandingand interestdueon the
loan and the numberof jobs createdby the project. All recipientsof funds
under this actshall be requiredto provideany andall informationrequired
by the Departmentof Commercefor the purposeof this act.

Section5. No fundsunder this actshall be awardedby theDepartment
of Commerceafter June 30, 1997. Any funds from this appropriation
remaining unexpended or unencumberedon June 30, 1997, shall
automaticallylapseinto the SunnyDay Fund.

Section6. This act shall take effect July 1, 1995, or immediately,
whicheveris later.

Making an appropriationfrom the Public SchoolEmployees’RetirementFund to
provide for expensesof the Public SchoolEmployees’RetirementBoardfor the
fiscalyear July 1. 1995, to June30, 1996, andfor the paymentof bills incurred
and remainingunpaidat the closeof the fiscalyear ending June30, 1995.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section1. The sum of $24,406,000,or as much thereof as may be
necessary,is hereby appropriatedfrom the Public School Employees’
RetirementFundto thePublic SchoolEmployees’RetirementBoardfor the
paymentof all salaries,wagesandothercompensationandtravel expenses
of the employeesandmembersof thePublic SchoolEmployees’Retirement
Board,for contractualservicesandotherexpensesnecessaryfor theproper
conductof theduties,functionsandactivitiesof theboardfor thefiscal year
beginningJuly 1, 1995,andfor thepaymentof bills incurredandremaining
unpaidat thecloseof the fiscal yearendingJune 30, 1995.

Making appropriationsfrom the ProfessionalLicensureAugmentationAccountand
from restrictedrevenueaccountswithin the GeneralFundto the Departmentof
Statefor useby the Bureauof Professionaland OccupationalAffairs in support
of the professionallicensureboardsassignedthereto.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. The sum of $15,223,000,or as much thereof as may be
necessary, is hereby appropriated from the Professional Licensure
AugmentationAccount within theGeneralFundto theDepartmentof State
for the operationof the Bureauof ProfessionalandOccupationalAffairs,
including the StateBoardof AuctioneerExaminers,for the fiscal yearJuly
1, 1995, to June30, 1996.

Section2. (a) The sum of $2,348,000,or as much thereofas may be
necessary,is herebyappropriatedfrom the restrictedreceiptsaccountof the
State Board of Medicine, as authorizedby section 907(a)of the act of
October15, 1975 (P.L.390, No.!!!), known as the Health Care Services
MalpracticeAct, for the operationof the board for the fiscal yearJuly 1,
1995,to June30, 1996.

(b) The sum of $482,000.or as muchthereofas may be necessary,is
herebyappropriatedfrom the resthctedreceiptsaccountof the StateBoard
of OsteopathicMedicine,asauthorizedby section907(b)of theHealthCare
ServicesMalpracticeAct, for the operationof the boardfor the fiscal year
July 1, 1995,to June30, 1996.

(c) The sum of $149,000,or as much thereofas may be necessary,is
herebyappropriatedfrom the restrictedreceiptsaccountof the StateBoard
of Podiatry, as authorizedby section 907(c) of the Health Care Services
MalpracticeAct, for the operationof saidboardfor the fiscal yearJuly 1,
1995,to June30, 1996.

(d) The sum of $213,000,or as much thereofas may be necessary,is
herebyappropriatedfrom theAthleticCommissionAugmentationAccountfor
theStateAthletic Commission,as authorizedby 5 Pa.C.S.§ 1512 (relating
to Athletic Commission Augmentation Account), for the support and
operationof the commissionfor the fiscal yearJuly 1, 1995, to June 30,
1996.

(e) Eachappropriationlisted in subsections(a), (b), (c) and (d) shall not
be treatedasanaugmentationto theDepartmentof State,generaLgovernrnent
appropriationor any otherappropriationbut shall be treatedandaccounted
for as separateappropriationsrespectively.
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Section3. This act shall take effect July 1, 1995, or immediately,
whicheveris later.
