Section2101. Effectivedate.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 101. Shorttitle.—This actshall beknown andmaybe cited as
theGeneralAppropriationAct of2003.

Section102. Deflnitions.—Thefollowing wordsandphraseswhenused
in this actshall havethe meaningsgivento them in this sectionunlessthe
contextclearlyindicatesotherwise:

“Employees.” Includesall directors,superintendents,bureauor division
chiefs, assistant directors, assistant superintendents,assistant chiefs,
experts,scientists,engineers,surveyors,draftsmen,accountants,secretaries,
auditors, inspectors,examiners,analysts, statisticians,marshals,clerks,
stenographers,bookkeepers,messengersand other assistantsin any
department,boardor commission.

“Estimatedendingunreservedfund balance.” For purposesof section
212only, fundscategorizedas undesignatedandunreservedas defmedby
the Departmentof Educationas of theeffective dateof this section,heldin
thegeneralfund accountsof a schooldistrict andprojectedfor thecloseof
theschoolyearfor whichaschooldistrict’s budgetwasadopted.

“Expenses”and “maintenance.” Includes all printing, binding and
stationery, food and forage, materials and supplies, traveling expenses,
training,motor vehiclesuppliesand repairs,freight, expressandcartage,
postage, telephonesand telegraph rentals and toll charges,newspaper
advertisingandnotices,publicadvertisingby or throughanymedium,fuel,
light, heat,powerandwater,minor constructionandrenovation,repairsor
reconstructionof equipment,buildingsand facilities, rentof real estateand
equipment,premiumson workers’ compensation,insurancepremiumson
policies of liability insurance,insurancepremiums on medicalpayment
insuranceand suretybonds for volunteerworkers,premiumson employee
grouplife insuranceandemployeeandretiredemployeegrouphospitaland
medical insurance,paymentof Commonwealthshare of Social Security
taxes and unemployment compensationcosts for State employees,the
purchaseof replacementor additional equipmentand machineryand all
otherincidental costsandexpenses,including paymentto the Department
of GeneralServicesof mileageandotherchargesfor theuseof automobiles
andrental paymentsfor permanentlyassignedautomobilesandof expenses
or costs of services incurred through the PurchasingFund. The term
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“expenses”alsoshallinclude themedicalcostsfor thetreatmentof inmates
of State institutionswhen the inmatemust be transferredto an outside
hospital,providedthat in no caseshall the State institution pay more for
patientcarethanthatprovidedunderthe Statemedicalassistanceprogram.

(b) StateLotteryFund.—Thefollowing sumsset forth in this act,or as
muchthereofasmaybenecessary,areherebyspecificallyappropriatedfrom
the StateLottery Fund to the severalhereinafternamedagenciesof the
ExecutiveDepartmentof the Commonwealthfor the paymentof salaries,
wagesor other compensationand travel expensesof the duly appointed
officers andemployeesof the Commonwealth,for the paymentof feesfor
contractualservicesrendered,for the purchaseor rental of goods and
servicesandfor paymentof any otherexpenses,as providedby law or by
this act, necessaryfor the proper conductof the duties, functionsand
activities and for the purposeshereinafterset forth for the fiscal year
beginningJuly 1, 2003,andfor thepaymentof bills incurredandremaining
unpaidatthecloseof thefiscal yearendingJune30,2003.

of the Commonwealthfor the paymentof fees for contractualservices
rendered,for the purchaseor rental of goods and servicesand for the
paymentof anyotherexpenses,asprovidedby law or by this act,necessary
for the properconductof the duties, functionsandactivities and for the
purposeshereinafterset forth for thefiscal yearbeginningJuly 1, 2003,and
for the paymentof bills incurredand remainingunpaidat the closeof the
fiscalyearendingJune30,2003.

(d) Judicial ComputerSystemAugmentationAccount.—Thefollowing
sums set forth in this act, or as much thereofas may be necessary,are
hereby specifically appropriated from the restricted receipt account
establishedwithin the GeneralFund, known as the Judicial Computer
System Augmentation Account, to the Judicial Department of the
Commonwealthfor the paymentof salaries,wagesor other compensation
and travel expenses,for the paymentof fees for contractual services
rendered,for the purchaseor rental of goods and servicesand for the
paymentof anyotherexpenses,asprovidedby law or by thisact,necessary
for the proper conductof the duties,functionsand activities and for the
purposeshereinaftersetforth for thefiscalyearbeginningJuly 1, 2003,and
for the paymentof bills incurredandremainingunpaidat the closeof the
fiscal yearendingJune30,2003.

(e) EmergencyMedical ServicesOperatingFund.—Thefollowing sums
set forth in this act, or as much thereofas may be necessary,arehereby
specificallyappropriatedfrom the EmergencyMedical ServicesOperating

paymentof any otherexpenses,asprovidedby law or by thisact,necessary
for the proper conductof the duties, functionsand activitiesand for the
purposeshereinafterset forth for the fiscalyearbeginningJuly 1, 2003,and
for the paymentof bills incurredandremainingunpaidat the closeof the
fiscalyearendingJune30,2003.

(I) The StateStoresFund.—Thefollowing sumsset forth in this act, or
asmuch thereofas may be necessary,areherebyspecifically appropriated
from The State Stores Fund to the hereinafternamed agency of the
ExecutiveDepartmentof the Commonwealthfor the paymentof salaries,
wagesor other compensationand travel expensesof the duly appointed
officers and employeesof the Commonwealth,for the paymentof feesfor
contractualservicesrendered,for the purchaseor rental of goods and
servicesandfor thepaymentof anyotherexpenses,asprovidedby law or by
this act, necessaryfor the proper conductof the duties, functions and
activities and for the purposeshereinafter set forth for the fiscal year
beginningJuly 1, 2003,andfor thepaymentof bills incurredandremaining
unpaidatthecloseof the fiscalyearendingJune30,2003.

(g) Motor LicenseFund.—Thefollowing sums,or as muchthereofas
maybe necessary,areherebyappropriatedfrom the Motor LicenseFundto
the hereinafter named agenciesof the Executive Department for the
paymentof salaries,wagesandother compensationandtravel expensesof
the dulyelectedor appointedofficers andemployeesof theCommonwealth,
for contractualservicesandotherexpensesnecessaryfor theproperconduct
of the duties, functionsandactivities for the purposeshereinafterset forth
for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2003, and for the paymentof bills
incurredand remainingunpaidat the close of the fiscal yearendingJune
30,2003.

(h) Aviation RestrictedRevenueAccount.—Thefollowing sums,or as
much thereof as may be necessary,are herebyappropriatedfrom the
Aviation RestrictedRevenueAccount in the Motor License Fund to the
hereinafternamedagenciesof the ExecutiveDepartmentfor the purposes
set forth herein for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2003, and for the
paymentof bills incurredandremainingunpaidat the close of the fiscal
yearendingJune30, 2003.

(i) HazardousMaterial ResponseFund.—Thefollowing sumssetforth
in this act,or as muchthereofas maybe necessary,areherebyspecifically
appropriatedfrom the HazardousMaterial ResponseFund to the several
hereinafter named agencies of the Executive Department of the
Commonwealthfor the paymentof feesfor contractualservicesrendered,
for the purchaseor rental of goodsandservicesandfor the paymentof any
otherexpenses,asprovided by law or by this act, necessaryfor the proper
conduct of the duties, functions and activities and for the purposes
hereinafterset forth for the fiscal yearbeginningJuly 1, 2003, andfor the
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paymentof bills incurredandremainingunpaidat the closeof the fiscal
yearendingJune30,2003.

(j) Milk MarketingFund.—Thefollowing stunsset forth in this act, or
as much thereofas may be necessary,areherebyspecificallyappropriated
from the Milk MarketingFundto the severalhereinafternamedagenciesof
the Executive Departmentof the Commonwealth for the paymentof
salaries,wages or other compensationand travel expensesof the duly
appointedofficersandemployeesof theCommonwealth,for thepaymentof
fees for contractualservicesrendered,for the purchaseor rental of goods
andservicesandfor thepaymentof anyotherexpenses,asprovidedby law
or by thisact, necessaryfor the properconductof theduties, functionsand
activities and for the purposeshereinafterset forth for the fiscal year
beginningJuly 1, 2003,andfor thepaymentof bills incurredandremaining
unpaidatthecloseof thefiscal yearendingJune30,2003.

(k) HomeInvestmentTrustFund.—.Thefollowing sumsset forth in this
act, or as much thereof as may be necessary,are hereby specifically
appropriatedfrom the Home InvestmentTrust Fund to the hereinafter
namedagenciesof theExecutiveDepartmentof theCommonwealthfor the
paymentof salaries,wagesor othercompensationandtravel expensesof the
duly appointedofficers and employees of the Commonwealth,for the
paymentof feesfor contractualservicesrendered,for thepurchaseor rental
of goods and servicesand for the paymentof any other expenses,as
provided by law or by this act, necessaryfor the proper conductof the
duties,functionsandactivitiesandfor thepurposeshereinafterset forth for
thefiscal yearbeginningJuly 1, 2003,andfor thepaymentof bills incurred
andremainingunpaidatthecloseof thefiscal yearendingJune30, 2003.

(1) Tuition PaymentFund.—Thefollowing sumsset forth in this act, or
as much thereofas may be necessary,are herebyspecificallyappropriated
from the Tuition PaymentFundto the hereinafternamedagenciesof the
ExecutiveDepartmentof the Commonwealthfor the paymentof salaries,
wagesor other compensationand travel expensesof the duly appointed
officers andemployeesof the Commonwealth,for the paymentof fees for
contractualservices rendered,for the purchaseor rental of goods and
servicesandfor thepaymentof anyotherexpenses,asprovided-by-law-orby
this act, necessaryfor the proper conductof the duties, functionsand
activities and for the purposeshereinafterset forth for the fiscal year
beginningJuly 1, 2003,andfor thepaymentof bills incurredandremaining
unpaidatthecloseof thefiscal yearendingJune30,2003.

(m) Banking DepartmentFund.—Thefollowing sumsset forth in this
act, or as much thereof as may be necessary,are hereby specifically
appropriatedfrom the Banking DepartmentFundto the hereinafternamed
agenciesof the Executive Departmentof the Commonwealth for the
paymentof salaries,wagesor othercompensationandtravelexpensesof the
duly appointed officers and employeesof the Commonwealth, for the
paymentof feesfor contractualservicesrendered,for thepurchaseor rental
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of goods and servicesand for the paymentof any other expenses,as
provided by law or by this act, necessaryfor the proper conduct of the
duties,functionsandactivitiesandfor thepurposeshereinafterset forth for
the fiscal yearbeginningJuly 1, 2003,andfor thepaymentof bills incurred
andremainingunpaidatthecloseof thefiscalyearendingJune10,2003.

(n) FirearmRecordsCheckFund.—Thefollowing sumsset forth in this
act, or as much thereof as may be necessary,are hereby specifically
appropriatedfrom the Firearm Records Check Fund to the hereinafter
namedagenciesof theExecutiveDepartmentof theCommonwealthfor the
paymentof salaries,wagesor othercompensationandtravel expensesof the
duly appointedofficers and employeesof the Commonwealth, for the
paymentof feesfor contractualservicesrendered,for thepurchaseor rental
of goods and servicesand for the paymentof any other expenses,as
provided by law or by this act, necessaryfor the proper conduct of the
duties,functionsandactivitiesand for thepurposeshereinafterset forth for
thefiscal yearbeginningJuly 1, 2003,andfor the paymentof bills incurred
andremainingunpaidat thecloseof thefiscalyearendingJune30,2003.

(o) Ben Franklin Technology DevelopmentAuthority Fund.—The

officers andemployeesof the Commonwealth,for the paymentof feesfor
contractual servicesrendered, for the purchaseor rental of goods and
servicesandfor thepaymentof anyotherexpenses,asprovidedby law or by
this act, necessaryfor the proper conductof the duties, functions and
activities and for the purposeshereinafterset forth for the fiscal year
beginningJuly 1, 2003,andfor thepaymentof bills incurredandremaining
unpaidatthecloseof thefiscalyearendingJune30,2003.

(p) TobaccoSettlementFund.—Thefollowing sumsset forth in thisact,
orasmuchthereofas maybenecessary,areherebyspecificallyappropriated
from theTobaccoSettlementFundto thehereinafternamedagenciesof the
ExecutiveDepartmentof the Commonwealthfor the paymentof salaries,
wagesor other compensationand travel expensesof the duly appointed
officers andemployeesof the Commonwealth,for the paymentof fees for
contractual servicesrendered,for the purchaseor rental of goods and
servicesand for paymentof anyotherexpenses,as providedby law or by
this act, necessaryfor the proper conduct of the duties, functions and
activities and for the purposeshereinafterset forth for the fiscal year
beginningJuly 1, 2003,andfor thepaymentof bills incurredandremaining
unpaidatthe closeof thefiscalyearendingJune30,2003.

Section 105. Federal augmentationappropriations.—Thefollowing
Federalaugmentationappropriationsset forth in thisact,or asmuchthereof
as may benecessary,areherebyspecificallyappropriatedfrom the Federal
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augmentationfunds to the several hereinafternamed agenciesof the
Executive Departmentof the Commonwealth for the payment of the
expensesof implementingandcarryingout theprogramsstatedhereinfor
the fiscal yearbeginningJuly 1, 2003,andfor thepaymentof bills incurred
andremainingunpaidat the closeof the fiscal yearendingJune30, 2003.
Unlessotherwisestated,theappropriationsincludeanycarryoversfrom the
prior fiscal year.

Section 106. Block grants.—(a) Appropriation.—Thefollowing sums
set forth in this act, or as muchthereofas may be necessary,are hereby
specifically appropriatedfrom the block grant (BG) funds to the several
hereinafter named agencies of the Executive Department of the
Commonwealthfor the purposesandunder the restrictionsfor which the
fundsareprovidedfor thefiscalyearbeginningJuly 1, 2003.

(b) Small Communities Development Block Grant.—.The Small
CommunitiesDevelopmentBlock Grant (SCDBG) is to assistsmall cities
andcommunitiesthat havea high concentrationof impoverishedcitizens
andsubstandardhousingtoexpandtheir low-incomeandmoderate-income
housingopportunitiesandto meetcommunitydevelopmentneeds.

- (c) CommunityServicesBlock Grant.—TheCommunityServicesBlock
Grant (CSBG) is to provide a rangeof servicesand activities having a
measurableand potentiallymajor impacton the causesof poverty in the
communityor thoseareasof the communitywherepoverty is aparticularly
acuteproblem. In addition, new focusmay beplacedon the unemployed,
both old andnew. Local agenciesmaylower their eligibility requirements
for recipientsto threemonthsto allow greaterflexibility to assureproper
considerationof eachrecipient.

(d) Preventive Health and Health Services Block Grant.—The
PreventiveHealth andHealth ServicesBlock Grant (PHHSBG)is for the
provision of preventive health and other health services related to
emergencymedicalsystems,healthinitiative grants,comprehensivepublic
health,hypertension,fluoridation, healtheducation,risk reduction,home
health,rapecrisisanddomesticviolenceservices.

(e) Maternaland Child Health ServicesBlock Grant.—TheMaternal
and Child Health ServicesBlock Grant (MCHSBG) is to enablestatesto
maintain and strengthen their leadership in planning, promoting,
coordinatingand evaluatinghealth care for pregnantwomen, mothers,
infants and children,and children with specialhealthcare needsand in
providinghealthservicesfor mothersandchildren whodo not haveaccess
toadequatehealthcare.

(I) Low-Income Home Energy AssistanceBlock Grant.—TheLow-
IncomeHomeEnergyAssistanceBlock Grant (LIHEABG) is tohelplessen
the impact of the high cost of energy on low-income families and
individuals, including energyefficiencygrantsfor low-income dwellings.
No less than 15% of the LIHEABG funds receivedshall be used for
weatherization.LIFIEABG fundsreceivedpursuantto aPresidentialrelease
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of contingency funds shall be exempt from the 15% requirement.
Unexpendedweatherizationfundswhich would result in LIHEABG funds
being returnedto the FederalDepartmentof Health andHuman Services
maybe spentfor assistancegrantsatthe discretionof the Secretaryof the
Budget. The Secretaryof the Budget shall notify the chairmanand the
minority chairmanof the AppropriationsCommitteeof the Senateandthe
chairmanandthe minority chairmanof the AppropriationsCommitteeof
the Houseof Representativesof the intent to reallocateany suchfunds ten
daysprior to anyreallocation.

(g) Social Services Block Grant.—TheSocial ServicesBlock Grant
(SSBG)is for theprovision of socialservicesto eligible persons.

(h) Mental Health ServicesBlock Grant.—TheMental HealthServices
Block Grant (MHSBG) providesfundsfor theprovisionof servicestoadults
with seriousmentalillnessor childrenwith seriousemotionaldisturbanóe.

(1) SubstanceAbuseBlock Grant.—TheSubstanceAbuseBlock Grant
(SABG) provides funds to establishand maintain programsto combat
alcoholanddrug abuse.

U) Child CareandDevelopmentFund Block Grant.—TheChild Care
and DevelopmentFund Block Grant (CCDFBG) is for the provision of
directchild careor to increasethequality andavailability of child care for
low-incomefamilies.

(k) TemporaryAssistance for Needy Families Block Grant.—The
TemporaryAssistancefor NeedyFamiliesBlock Grant(TANFBG) provides
funds for the provision of cash grants,child care, training and support
services, child welfare and administration for eligible families and
individuals.

to theappropriationfor thatprogramor administrationof theact.

Section 2006. Lapsing of unused funds.—(a) Except as otherwise
providedby law or by thissection,thatpart of all appropriationsin PartsII,
III, IV, V, VI, VII, VIII, IX, X, XI, XII, XIII, XIV, XV and XVI
unexpended,uncommittedor unencumberedas of June 30, 2004, shall
automaticallylapseasof thatdate.

Section 2007. Appellatecourtsappropriationcontingency.—Thefunds
appropriatedin PartII to the Supreme,SuperiorandCommonwealthCourts
for justice andjudge expensesare contingentupon a voucheredexpense
accountplanbeingcontinuedby theSupremeCourt.

anytransferwhich shall alsoincludecertification thatsuchtransferwill not
resultin adeficit in anyappropriation.

Section 2010. Repeal.—(a) Section2011 of the actof June29, 2002
(P.L.2106, No.7A), known as the GeneralAppropriation Act of 2002, is
repealed.

(b) Any transfersmadepursuantto formersection2011 of that actshall
benull andvoid.

(c) Thissectionshallapplyretroactivelyto January1, 2003.
