The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The following sums,or as much thereofas may benecessary,
are specifically appropriatedfrom the restrictedrevenueaccountwithin the
General Fund and from Federalaugmentationfunds to the Pennsylvania
PublicUtility Conmiissionto providefor theoperationof thecommissionfor
the fiscal year July 1, 2004, to June30, 2005, for the purposesand in the
amountsshown:

Federal State
Forthe salaries,wagesandall necessary

expenses for the proper operation and
administration of the PennsylvaniaPublic
Utility Commission,including the chairman
andcommissionersand the Bureauof Safety
andEnforcement.

Stateappropriation 44,916,000
The following Federal augmentation

amounts, or as much thereof as may be
necessary,are specifically appropriatedto
supplementthesumauthorizedto bebilled to
utilities for theoperationof thecommission:

(1) “Natural GasPipelineSafety”- To
enforcetheregulationsof theNaturalGas
PipelineSafetyAct.

Any Federalfunds whichthePennsylvania

Section 2. Any assessmenton public utilities resulting from costs
incurredto establishan integratedcaseand documentmanagementportal
shallbe equallydistributedovertenyears,commencingwith the 2004-2005
fiscalyear.
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Section 3. This act shall take effect July 1, 2004, or immediately,
whicheveris later.

A SUPPLEMENT

HB 2529

To the actof April 1, 1863 (P.L.213,No.227),entitled“An actto acceptthe grantof
PublicLands,by the United States,to the severalstates,for the endowmentof
AgriculturalColleges,” makingappropriationsfor carrying the sameinto effect;
and providingfor a basis for paymentsof suchappropriations,for a methodof
accounting for the funds appropriated and for certain fiscal information
disclosure.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. In orderto carry into effectthe actof Congress,approvedJuly
2, 1862,grantingpublic land to the severalstatesfor educationalpurposes,
andsubsequentactsof Congressrelatedthereto,and the act of the General
Assembly of Pennsylvaniaacceptingthe provisionsand conditionsof said
actsof Congressandpledging the faith of the State to carry the sameinto
effect, the following sums, or as much thereof as may be necessary,are
herebyappropriatedto the Trusteesof The PennsylvaniaStateUniversity for
the fiscal yearJuly 1, 2004, to June30, 2005, for the purposesand in the
amountsasshown:

(1) Foreducationalandgeneralexpenses $241,178,000
(2) Formedicaleducation 4,829,000
(3) Forchildren’shospital 4,829,000
(4) FortheCentralPennsylvaniaPsychiatricInstitute . 1,878,000
(5) Forthecostof agriculturalresearch 23,094,000
(6) Forthecostof agriculturalextensionservices .... 27,787,000
(7) To enhancethe recruitment and retention of

disadvantagedstudents 434,000
(8) ForthePennsylvaniaCollegeof Technology 11,761,000
(9) For debtservicerelatedto the formerWilliamsport

AreaCommunityCollege 1,389,000
Section 2. Paymentsto The PennsylvaniaStateUniversity on accountof

the appropriationsfor all items as providedin section 1 shallbe madeon the
basisof costsduring thefiscalyear.

Section 3. If necessary,The PennsylvaniaStateUniversity may transfer
fundslisted in section 1(1) to the appropriationlisted in section1(2), (3), (4),

(5), (6), (7), (8) and (9), provided that the aggregateamounttransferredout
of section1(1) shall not exceed5% of the amountspecifically appropriated
for thatpurpose.

Section 4. (a) Paymentsto The PennsylvaniaStateUniversity of the
appropriationsprovidedin section 1 shallbe mademonthly during the fiscal
year.
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(b) Such monthly payments shall be made in accordancewith the
provisionsof section2 on the basisof estimatedcosts.Theestimateof costs
shall be submittedby The PennsylvaniaStateUniversity to the Secretaryof
Education,theGeneralAssemblyand the StateTreasurernot later than 30
daysprior to thedateon whichsuchpaymentis to bemade.

Section5. (a) ThePennsylvaniaStateUniversity shallapply themoneys
appropriatedby this act only for suchpurposesas are permittedin this act
andshallat all timesmaintainproperrecordsshowingtheapplicationof such
moneys.Not later than 120 daysafter the closeof the fiscal year to which
this act relates, The PennsylvaniaState University shall file with the
Secretaryof Education,theGeneralAssemblyandtheAuditorGeneralof the
Commonwealtha statementsetting forth the amountsand purposesof all
expendituresmadefrom moneysappropriatedby this actandotheruniversity
accountsduring said fiscalyear,as providedin section2, usedas a basisfor
receiptof anyappropriationduring saidfiscalyear.

(b) Such statementof expendituresandcosts shall be reviewedby the
AuditorGeneralof theCommonwealth,andhe shallhavetheright, in respect
to the moneysappropriatedby this act, to audit and disallowexpenditures
madefor purposesnot permittedby this act and to causesuchsumsto be
recovered and paid by The PennsylvaniaState University to the State
Treasurer.In respectto expendituresmadeby the university from moneys
otherthanthoseappropriatedby this act, the Auditor Generalshall havethe
right to review only, andhe shall file annuallywith the GeneralAssembly
suchinformation concerningsuchexpendituresas theGeneralAssemblyor
anyof its committeesmayrequire.

Section 6. A report shall be submitted to the Governor and the
Appropriationsand Education Committees of the Senateand House of
Representativesandshall includedatafor all programsexceptthe Doctor of
Medicine program.The report, to be submittedprior to September1, 2005,
shall cover the 12-monthperiod beginningwith the summerterm 2004 and
shallinclude:

(1) The following counts and distributions for each term during the
period:

(i) The definitions andnumbersof faculty membersemployedfull time,
of faculty membersemployedpart time, of full-time studentsenrolled in
graduatecourses,of full-time studentsenrolledin undergraduatecourses,of
part-time studentsenrolled in graduatecoursesand of part-time students
enrolledinundergraduatecourses.

(ii) The total numbersof undergraduatestudentcredithours,divided into
lower division and upper division course levels, and of graduatestudent
credithours,divided into threecourselevels—master’s,first professionaland
doctoral.

(iii) The numberof different coursesscheduledby level of instruction
and the numberof sectionsof individual instructionscheduledby level of
instruction, each further subdivided by two-digit Classification of
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InstructionalProgram(CIP) categoriesof instructional programsof higher
educationas definedby the National Centerfor EducationStatistics,United
StatesDepartmentof Education.

(iv) The numberof termsscheduledandthedatesthereof.
(2) Forthesummertermandthefollowing academicyear in total andfor

eachtwo-digit CIP programcategory,a classificationof facultymembersor
other professional employees by title, including: professor, associate
professor, assistant professor, instructor, lecturer, research associate,
librarianandacademicadministrator;faculty membersor otherprofessional
employeesundereachtitle to be subdividedby type of assignment:teaching
andnonteaching;andeachsuchset of facultymembersor otherprofessional
employeesto befurther subdividedby typeof employment:full-time or part-
time;andthefollowing aggregatesfor eachsuchsubdividedclassification:

(i) Thenumberof facultyandotherprofessionalemployeesandtheir full-
timeequivalencein instructionalandnoninstructionalfunctions.

(ii) The sumof credits assignedto undergraduateclassroomcoursesand
the sumof credits assignedto graduateclassroomcoursestaught, divided
into lowerdivision, upperdivision, master’s,first professionalanddoctoral
courselevels.

(iii) The sumof creditsassignedto undergraduateindividual instruction
coursesand the sumof credits assignedto graduateindividual instruction
coursestaught, divided into lower division, upperdivision, master’s,first
professionalanddoctoralcourselevels.

(iv) The sumof undergraduateclassroomstudentcredit hours and the
sumof graduateclassroomstudentcredithoursgenerated,divided into lower
division, upperdivision, master’s, first professionaland doctoral course
levels.

(v) The sumof undergraduateindividual instructionstudentcredit hours
and thesumof graduateindividual instructionstudentcredithoursgenerated,
divided into lower division, upperdivision,,master’s, first professionaland
doctoralcourselevels.

(vi) The total salary paid for instructional functions and for
noninstructionalfunctions and the amount of this salarypaid for eachof
thesefunctionsfrom universityfunds,Federalfundsandotherfunds.

(3) For each term of the period covered for each faculty member
employedfull time identified by two-digit CIP programcategoryand title,
the reportshall containan analysisof the averagehoursperweek spent in
university-relatedactivities,statingspecifically hoursspentin undergraduate
classroom contact and graduate classroom contact, hours spent in
preparation,hoursspentin researchandhoursspentin public service.

Section 7. In additionto the requirementsin section 6 relativeto this
appropriation,the report coveringthe 12-monthperiod beginning with the
summerterm2004shall includefor all programsof theuniversity:

(1) Minimum numberof creditsrequiredfor a baccalaureatedegreeand
for a master’sdegree.
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(2) Numberof bachelor’s degrees,master’sdegrees,first professional
degreesanddoctoraldegreesawardedin 2000,2001,2002,2003,2004 and
estimated2005.

Section8. (a) The following wordsandphraseswhenusedin this section
shall havethemeaningsgiven to them in this subsectionunless the context
clearly indicatesotherwise:

“Academicand administrativesupportunits.” Any organizationalentity,
asdefinedin theorganizationalmanualof theuniversity,that reportsdirectly
to the presidentof the university, chief academicofficer or vice president,
including the office of the president, chief academicofficer and vice
president.

“Expenditures.” Disbursementsor payments of State appropriations,
tuition and fees supporting operational, educational or other general
categoriesof expensesas defined in: the generally acceptedaccounting
principles as prescribed by the National Association of College and
University BusinessOfficers, the American Institute of Certified Public
Accountantsor by their successorsor by any other recognizedauthoritative
body; the “Commonwealthof PennsylvaniaBudgetInstructionsfor the State
System of Higher Education, State-RelatedUniversities and Non-State-
RelatedCollegesandUniversities”; andthe financial reporting policies and
standardspromulgatedby the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniaandby the
FederalGovernmentthatapply to thePennsylvaniaStateUniversity.

“Revenue.” All Stateappropriationsandtuition andfees.
(b) ThePennsylvaniaStateUniversityshalldisclosethe following:
(1) Revenueandexpenditurebudgetsof the university’s academicand

administrativesupportunitsfor the currentfiscalyear.
(2) The actual revenueandexpendituresfor theprior year in the same

fonnatasthe information reportedunderparagraph(1).
(3) Forany definedprojector programwhich is the subjectof a specific

line item appropriationfrom theGeneralFund, the university shall disclose
thefollowing:

(i) Revenue‘and expenditurebudgetsof the definedprogramor project
for thecurrentfiscalyear.

(ii) The actual revenue and expendituresof the defined programor
project for the prior year in the sameformat as the information reported
underparagraph(1).

(4) The revenueandexpendituresof any auxiliary enterprisewhich is
directly fundedin whole or in part by tuition or a Stateappropriationfor the
currentfiscal year.

(c) The university shall provide the following additional information for
the prior fiscal year for eachacademicor administrative support unit, for
eachdefinedprojector programandfor anyauxiliaryenterprise:

(1) The numberof employeesby academicrankandby classificationthe
numberof administrators,staff, clericalandtechnicalserviceemployees.
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(2) Medianandmeansalaryby academicrank andby classificationthe
median and mean salariesof administrators,staff, clerical and technical
serviceemployees.

(3) Nonsalary compensationas a percentageof salary. Nonsalary
compensationshall include, but not be limited to, medical benefits, life
insurancebenefits,pensionbenefits,leavebenefits,employerSocial Security
paymentsandworkers’ compensationbenefits.

(4) A statementof theuniversity’sretirementpolicies.
(5) A policy statementrelating to a reductionof tuition for employees’

family members.
(6) A list of purchaseof service contracts which exceed$1,000 by

category of service, including, but not limited to, legal, instructional,
management,accounting,architecture,public relationsandmaintenance.The
list shall containthe nameandaddressof the contractor,a statementof the
natureof the dutiesof the contractorand the academicandadministrative
support unit for which the dutiesare performed. If a purchaseof service
contract exceeds10% of the total aggregateexpenditureof the contract
categoryper academicor administrative support unit, then the contracted
amountshallalso belisted.

(7) A list of purchaseof goodscontractswhich exceed$1,000. The list
shall containthenameandaddressof the contractoranda list of the goods
purchasedand the academicor administrativesupportunit for which such
goodswerecontracted.If a purchaseof goodscontractexceeds10%of the
total aggregateexpenditureper academicor administrativesupportunit, then
thecontractedamountshallalso belisted.

(8) A list by academicor administrativesupportunit in the aggregateof
the expensesof travel, subsistenceand lodging, whether provided or
reimbursed.

(d) The university shall submit a report of the information under
subsections(b) and (c) to the EducationCommittee of the Senateand the
AppropriationsCommitteeof theSenateand theEducationCommitteeof the
Houseof Representativesandthe AppropriationsCommitteeof the Houseof
Representatives.In addition, theuniversity shall submit a copy of thereport
to eachof thefollowing:

(1) Governor’sOffice.
(2) Secretaryof Education.
(3) StateTreasurer.
(4) Auditor General.
(5) Joint StateGovernmentCommission.

Eachsuchinstitution shall maintaina copy of the reportin the institution’s
library and shall submit a copy to eachof the four State regional library
resourcecenters.

(e) A university’sreportrequiredto be submittedunderthis sectionshall
be submittedwithin 180 daysof theclose of the university’s currentfiscal
year.
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(1) The Joint State GovernmentCommissionshall developa statistical
comparisonanalysis recognizing differencesin missions from the reports
madeunderthis section.A majority of the membersof thecommissionmay
requestadditionaldocumentation,exceptfor salaryor identityof individuals,
necessaryto complete the comparativeanalysis.The comparisonshall be
providedto theEducationCommitteeof the Senateand the Appropriations
Committeeof the Senateand the EducationCommitteeof the House of
Representativesand the Appropriations Committee of the House of
Representativesandthe four Stateregionallibraries.

(g) The university shall make a copy of the minutesof eachpublic
meeting of the institution’s board of trustees,as well as a copy of the
institution’s integrated postsecondaryeducation data systems report,
availableforpublic inspectionin the institution’slibrary.

Section9. The PennsylvaniaStateUniversity shallprovidefull, complete
andaccurateinformation as mayberequiredby theDepartmentof Education
or thechairmanor theminority chairmanof theAppropriationsCommitteeof
the Senateor the chairmanor the minority chairmanof the Appropriations
Committeeof theHouseof Representatives.

Section10. The PennsylvaniaStateUniversityshallpresentandreportits
fmancialstatementsrequiredunderthe provisionsof this act in accordance
with: the generally acceptedaccountingprinciples as prescribedby the
National Association of College and University Business Officers, the
AmericanInstitute of Certified Public Accountantsor their successorsor by
any other recognized authoritative body; the “Commonwealth of
PennsylvaniaBudgetInstructionsfor the StateSystemof Higher Education,
State-RelatedUniversitiesandNon-State-RelatedCollegesandUniversities”;
and the financial reporting policies and standardspromulgated by the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniaand by the FederalGovernmentthat apply
to thePennsylvaniaStateUniversity.

Section 11. The PennsylvaniaStateUniversity shallmakeall articulation
agreementswithotherhighereducationinstitutionsavailableon the Internet.

Section 12. This act shall take effect July 1, 2004, or immediately,
whicheveris later.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The following sums,or asmuch thereofas may be necessary,
areherebyappropriatedto theTrusteesof theUniversityof Pittsburghfor the
fiscal year July 1, 2004, to June 30, 2005, for the purposesand in the
amountsas shown:

(1) Foreducationalandgeneralexpenses $150,393,000
(2) Forstudentlife initiatives 416,000
(3) Forinstruction- Doctorof Medicineonly 6,607,000
(4) For operationof dental clinics in the school of

denlistry 1,037,000
(5) To enhance the recruitment and retention of

disadvantagedstudents 423,000
(6) For general maintenanceand operationof the

WesternPsychiatricInstitute andClinic 7,740,000
(7) For the teen suicide center at the Western

PsychiatricInstituteandClinic 500,000
(8) Forthe GraduateSchoolof PublicHealth 251,000
(9) Forrural educationoutreach 1,401,000
Section 2. Paymentsto the University of Pittsburghon accountof the

appropriationsfor all items as provided in section 1 shall be madeon the
basisof costsduring thefiscalyear.

Section3. If necessary,the Universityof Pittsburghmay transferfunds
betweenthe appropriationslisted in section1(1) and (3), provided that the
aggregateamount transferredinto or out of eachappropriationduring the
fiscal year shall not exceed5% of the amountspecificallyappropriatedfor
that purpose.
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Section 4. (a) Paymentsto the University of Pittsburgh of the
appropriationsprovidedin section 1 shall bemademonthly during the fiscal
year.

(b) Such monthly payments shall be made in accordancewith the
provisionsof section2 on thebasisof estimatedcosts.The estimateof costs
shall be submitted by the University of Pittsburgh to the Secretaryof
Education,the GeneralAssemblyand the State Treasurernot laterthan 30
daysprior to thedateonwhich suchpaymentis to bemade.

Section 5. (a) The University of Pittsburghshall apply the moneys
appropriatedby this act only for suchpurposesas arepermittedin this act
andshallat all timesmaintainproperrecordsshowingtheapplicationof such
moneys.Not later than 120 daysafter the closeof thefiscal year to which
this act relates,the University of Pittsburghshall file with the Secretaryof
Education,theGeneralAssembly,the AuditorGeneralof theCommonwealth
and the chiefadministratorof eachbranchcampusa statementsettingforth
the amounts and purposes of all expenditures made from moneys
appropriatedby this act andotheruniversityaccountsduring saidfiscal year,
as provided in section 2, usedas a basis for receipt of any appropriation
during saidfiscal year.

(b) Such statementof expendituresandcosts shall be reviewedby the
Auditor Generalof theCommonwealth,andheshallhavethe right, in respect
to the moneysappropriatedby this act, to audit and disallow expenditures
madefor purposesnot permittedby this act and to causesuchsumsto be
recoveredandpaidby theUniversity of Pittsburghto the StateTreasurer.In
respectto expendituresmadeby theuniversity from moneysotherthan those
appropriatedby this act, the Auditor Generalshall have theright to review
only, and he shall file annuallywith the GeneralAssemblysuch information
concerning such expendituresas the General Assembly or any of its
committeesmayrequire.

Section 6. A report shall be submitted to the Governor and the
Appropriations and Education Committees of the Senateand House of
Representativesandshallincludedatafor all programsexceptfor theDoctor
of Medicine program. The report, to be submittedprior to September1,
2005,shallcover the 12-monthperiodbeginningwith thesummerterm2004
andshall include:

(2) Number of bachelor’sdegrees,master’sdegrees,first professional
degreesanddoctoraldegreesawardedin 2000, 2001,2002,2003, 2004and
estimated2005.

Section8. (a) Thefollowing words andphraseswhenusedin this section
shall havethe meaningsgivento them in this subsectionunlessthecontext
clearly indicatesotherwise:

“Academic andadministrativesupport units.” Any organizationalentity,
as definedin theorganizationalmanualof theuniversity,that reportsdirectly
to the presidentof the university, chief academicofficer or vice president,
including the office of the president,chief academicofficer and vice
president.

“Expenditures.” Disbursementsor payments of State appropriations,
tuition and fees supporting operational, educational or other general
categoriesof expensesas defined in: the generally acceptedaccounting
principles as prescribed by the National Association of College and
University Business Officers, the American Institute of Certified Public
Accountantsor by their successorsor by any other recognizedauthoritative
body; the “Commonwealthof PennsylvaniaBudgetInstructionsfor theState
System of Higher Education, State-RelatedUniversities and Non-State-

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section h. The sum of $12,619,000,or as much thereofas may be
necessary,is hereby appropriatedto the Trusteesof Lincoln University,
ChesterCounty, for the fiscal year July 1, 2004, to June30, 2005, for
educationalandgeneralexpenses.

(vi) The total salary paid for instructional functions and for
noninstructionalfunctionsandtheamountof this salarypaidfor eachof these
functionsfrom universityfunds,Federalfunds andotherfunds.

(3) For each term of the period covered for each faculty member
employedfull time identified by two-digit CIP programcategoryand title,
the reportshall containan analysisof the averagehoursper week spentin
university-relatedactivities, statingspecificallyhoursspentin undergraduate
classroom contact and graduate classroom contact, hours spent in
preparation,hoursspentin researchandhoursspentin public service.

(6) A list of purchaseof servicecontracts which exceed $1,000 by

category of service, including, but not limited to, legal, instructional,
management,accounting,architecture,public relationsandmaintenance.The
list shall containthe nameandaddressof the contractor,a statementof the
natureof the duties of the contractorand the academicand administrative
support unit for which the dutiesare performed. If a purchaseof service
contract exceeds10% of the total aggregateexpenditureof the contract
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categoryper academicor administrative support unit, then the contracted
amountshallalso belisted.

(7) A list of purchaseof goodscontractswhich exceed$1,000.Thelist
shall containthe nameandaddressof thecontractorand a list of the goods
