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CHAPTER IIL -

An ACT to ratify on behalf of the State of Penns *
Sylvania, an Amendment 10 the Confbitution of
the United States, relative 1o the choofing of a
Prefident and Vice-Preficient of the United States.

Y 7HEREAS, in purfuance of the fifth article
of the conftiturion of the United States,
a certain amendmehnt, in lien of the third para. %
graph of the firlt fection of the {econd article of %
the conftitution of the United States, has been
propofed by the Congrefs ¢f the United Stares, -
two-thirds of both houfes concurring, for the.
confideration of the legiflature of the feveral =
ftates: And whereas, the legiflature of Penn-
{fylvania, having maturely deliberated thereon,
have refolved to adopt and ratify the fame, as
herein after recited, as part of the conflitution
of the United States: Therefore,

SeQion 1. Be it enafled by the Senate and .
Houfe of Reprefentatives of the Commonwealth of .
Pennfylvania, in General Affembly met, and it is
bereby enalfed by the authority of the fame, That ..

¢¢ fhall not be an inhabitant of the fame ftate with
¢ themfelves, they thall name in their ballots, the
¢« perfon veted for as prefident, and in diftin&
¢ ballots the perfon voted for as vice-prefident ;
¢ and they fhall make diftin¢t [ifts of all perfons
¢« voted for as prefident, and of all perfons voted
¢ for as vice-prefident, and of the number of -

"¢ yotes for each ; which lifts they fhall fign and

$¢ certify, and tranimit, fealed, to the feat of the i
¢ government
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government of the United States, dire&ted to
the prefident of the {enate; the prefident of the
fenate fhall, in the prefence of the fenate and
houle of reprefentatives, open all the certifi.
cates, and the votes thall then be counted; the
nerfon having the greateft number of votes for
prefidect, (hall be the prefident, if fuch number
be a majority of the whole number of ele&tors
appointed; and 1f noperfonhave {uch majority,
then from the perfons having the higheft num.
bers, not exceading three on the hifl of thofe
voted for as prefident, the houfe of reprefenta-
tives fhall cheofe immediately, by ballot, the
prefident ; but in choofing the prefident, the
votes fhall be taken by ftates ; the reprefenta.
tion from each ftate having one vote; a quo.
rum, for this purpofe, thall confift of a member
or members from two-thirds of the ftates, and
a majority of all the ftates thall be neceffary toa
choice; and if the houfeof reprefentatives fhall
not choole a prefident, whenever the right of
choice fhall devolve upon them, before the
fourth day of March next following, then the
vice-prefident fhall act as prefident, as in the
cafe of the death or other conflicutional difabi-
lity of the prefident; the perfon having the
greateft number of votes as vice-prefident thall
be the vice-prefident, if fuch number be a ma-
jority of the whole number of ele®ors ap-
pointed; and if no perfon have amajority, then,
from the two higheft numbers on the lift, the’
fenate {hall choofe the vice-prefident; a quo-
rum, for the purpole, fhall confilt of two-thirds
of the whole number of fenators, and a ma-
jority of the whole number fhall be neceflary
to a choice; but no perfon conftitutionally in-
eligible to the office of prefident thall be eligible
to that of vice-prefident of the United States,”
