An ACT # incorporate the Delaware'inﬁtmnc:e
company of Philadeiphia.

WHEREAS it appears to the legiflature,
that the fecurity and independence of
commerce will be promoted, and the loffes and
misfortunes of navigation alleviated, by the
incorporation of companies with competent ca-
pitals, and Gnder proper regulations, for the
purpofe of making infurance on maritime and
other rifques : And whereas the intereft of the
-ftate, both’ in its commerce and agriculture,
will be the better affifted by making infurances
at home than abroad; and it having been re-
prefented to the legiflature, that an aflociation
of citizens hath heretofore been formed in the
city of Philadelphia, for the purpofes aforefaid,
under the title of * The Delaware infurance
