CHAPTER LXIL

An ACT engoining certain duties on the furveyor-
general.

WHERE AS it is frequently neceflary, on
' the trial of ejetments within this com-
monwealth, to afcertain the time of the return
of any furvey or {urveys into the furveyor-ge-
neral’s office, by his deputies, and which, in
many cafes, ¢an only be known by entries }?f
. . the
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thé tmé of fuch returns in the books of "ac-
counts kept by the faid furveyor-general, in
"which the faid deputies are charged with cer-
tain fees due to the furveyor-general on fuch
returns ; which {aid book is preferved in the -
furveyor-general’s office; but it having been
decided by the judges of the fupreme court,
on the circuit, thar the fald book not being a
public record, the furvéyor-generak cannot iflue
an official certlﬁcate under his feal of office, of
an entry therein, which can be admitted as legal
evidence in a court of juflice.
