Settion 1. E it enalled by the Senate and

Houfe of Reprefentatives of the
Commonwealth of Peunfylvania, in General As-
sembly met, and it is bereby enalled by the antho-
vity of the fume, That from and after the paf-
fing of this at, the borough of Lancafter fhall
be divided into two. ele@tion wards, in manner
following, 7o wit : All that part of the borough
of Lancafter, to the eaft of Queen-fireet, fhall
be one ward, and fhall be called eaft ward;
and all that part of the faid borough, to the
welt of Queen-ftreet, {fhall be one ward, and
fhall be called welt-ward ; and it fhall hence-

forth be lawful for the eleGors of the faid bo.
rough, at the fame time, and in the fame man-

ner, as is preferibed by the fecond feétion of
the a&t, entitled ¢ An aft to regulate the ge-
neral ele&ions within this commonwealth,” to
choofe one additional infpeftor to ferve at the
general elettions for the faid borough; and
i conduéting the faid general eleétions for the
faid borough, and receiving the voies at the
fame, the infpeCtor for each ward fhall occupy
one window of the houfe where the election
thall be holden, and no infpetior fhall receive

‘any votes but from electors, who fhall refide

in the ward for which he fhall have been cho-
fen: /And provided always, That at the elec-
tion for infpe@ors as aforefaid, the elettors of
faid borough fhall vore for two-perfons, one of
whom fhall refide in eaft ward, and one in weft
ward ; and if at any fuch eledion, for inlpec-
tor, any ticket or tickets fhall be received,
containing the nemes of two perfons, both of

fhall be deftroyed and coniidered as of no ef-
