Amending the act of June 24, 1931 (P.L.1206,No.331), entitled “An act
concerningtownshipsof the first class;amending,revising, consolidating,
andchangingthelaw relatingthereto,”authorizinganincreasein theamount
of tax for fire fighting undercertaincircumstances.

The GeneralAssemblyof theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Clause Two of section 1709, act of June 24, 1931
(P.L.l206, No.331), known as “The First Class Township Code,”
reenactedandamendedMay 27, 1949(P.L.1955,No.569)andamended
June29, 1967 (P.L.15l, No.38), is amendedto read:

Section 1709. Tax Levies.—Theboardof townshipcommissioners
maylevy taxesupon all propertyanduponall occupationswithin the
township madetaxablefor township purposes,asascertainedby the
valuation for county purposesmadeby the assessorsof the several

countiesof this Commonwealthfor the year for which the township
taxesare levied, for thepurposesandat therate hereinafterspecified:
Provided,however,Thatsuchvaluationshall besubjectto correctionby
thecounty commissionersof theseveralcounties,andto appealby the
taxablepersonsin accordancewith existing laws.

Two. An annualtaxnot exceeding[two] three mills for thepurpose
of building and maintaining suitable placesfor the housingof fire
apparatus and for the purpose of purchasing, maintaining and
operatingfire apparatus[—the receipts from said tax for maintenance
to be divided among the fire companiesof the township.] andfor the
purposesof making of appropriations to fire companieswithin or
without thetownshipandofcontractingwithadjacentmunicipalitiesor
volunteerfire companiesthereinfor fire protection.If anannualtaxfor
thepurposesspecifiedin this clauseisproposedtobesetataleveihigher
than three mills the questionshall be submittedto the voters of the
township,and thecountyboardof electionsshallframethequestionin
accordancewith theelectionlawsoftheCommonwealthfor submission
to the votersof the township.
