Amendingtheactof May I, 1933 (P.L.103,No.69),entitled“An actconcerning
townshipsof the secondclass;andamending,revising,consolidating,and
changingthe law relatingthereto,”further providingfor thecareof certain
cemeteriesand making aneditorial change.

TheGeneralAssemblyof theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Clause XXVIII of section702, act of May 1, 1933
(P.L.103, No.69), known as “The SecondClassTownship Code,”
reenactedandamendedJuly10, 1947(P.L.1481,No.567)andamended
April 28, 1961 (P.L.l55, No.77), is amendedto read:

Section 702. Supervisorsto Exercise Powers.—The corporate
powers of townshipsof the secondclass shall be exercisedby the
township supervisors.Where no specific authority is given for the
expenditures incident to the exercise of any power hereinafter
conferred,or where no specific fund is designatedfrom which such
expendituresshall bemade,appropriationsfor suchexpendituresshall
bemadeonly from the generaltownshipfund. In additionto theduties
imposedupon them by section516 hereof,they shall havepower—

XXVIII. Abandoned Cemeteries.—Wheneverany cemetery or
burial ground incorporatedor unincorporated,is abandoned,or is
beingneglectedalthoughoccasionallyusedforburial purposes,eitherof
the following actionsmay be taken:

(1) Thetownshipsupervisorsmaygive noticeto the ownerthereof,
directinghim to removethe weeds,refuseanddebristherefromwithin
thirty days.If theweeds,refuseanddebrisarenotremovedwithin thirty
daysaftersuch notice,thesupervisorsshallcausethesametobedoneby
employes of the township or personshired for the purposeat the
expenseof the township. In no case shall the township supervisors
expendmorethan [two]fivehundreddollarsin anyoneyearonanyone
cemetery.All costsandexpensesofsuchremovalshallbeadebtowedto
thetownshipby theownerof thecemeteryor burialground,andmaybe
collected therefrom as like debtsare collected, or (2) the court of
[quartersessions]commonpleasof thecounty,uponpetitionof twenty-
five residentsof the township whereinsuchcemeteryis located,may
direct the supervisorsto carefor suchcemeteryat a cost of not more
than [two] five hundreddollars in any oneyear.The supervisorsshall
expendmoneysfromthe generaltownshipfund for suchpurpose.Such

cemeteryshall remainopen to the public under the regulationand
control of the supervisors.

Section2. This actshall takeeffect immediately.
