SB 552

Amending the act of DecemberII, 1967 (P.L.707,No.331),entitled “An act
providing for and regulatingthoroughbredhorseracingwith pari-mutuel
wageringon the results thereof,creatingtheStateHorseRacingCommission
as an independentadministrativecommissionand defining its powersand
duties;providingfor theestablishmentand operationofthoroughbredhorse
racingplants;imposing taxes on revenuesof suchplants; disposingof all
moneysreceivedby thecommissionandall moneyscollectedfrom thetaxes;
authorizing penalties;and making appropriations,”further providing for
refusal of admittanceto and ejection of personsfrom race tracks and
providing for the employmentof public employes.

TheGeneralAssemblyof theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection(a) of section9 of the act of December11,
1967 (P.L.707,No.331),entitled “An act providingfor and regulating
thoroughbredhorseracingwith pari-mutuelwageringon the results
thereof,creatingtheStateHorseRacingCommissionasanindependent
administrative commission and defining its powers and duties;
providing for the establishmentandoperationof thoroughbredhorse
racingplants;imposingtaxeson revenuesof suchplants;disposingof all
moneysreceivedby the commissionand all moneyscollectedfrom the
taxes; authorizing penalties;and making appropriations,”amended
February25, 1972 (P.L.84,No.30), is amendedto read:

Section 9. Prohibition of Interest by Public Officers, Public
EmployesandPartyOfficersin Pari-mutuelRacingActivities.—(a)No
public officer, public employeor party officer shall:

(I) Hold anylicenseto conductapari-mutuelmeetfrom the State
HorseRacingCommission;or

(2) Own or hold, directly or indirectly, any proprietaryinterest,
stock or obligationof anyfirm, associationor corporation(i) which is
licensedby such commissionto conductpari-mutuel-racing, or (ii)
which is licensedto conductits occupation,tradeor businessat race
tracksat which pari-mutuelrace meets are conducted,or (iii) which
ownsor leasesto anylicensedassociationor corporationaracetrackat
which pari-mutuelracingis conducted,or (iv) whichparticipatesin the
managementof any licenseeconductingpari-mutuelracing;or

(3) Hold any office or employmentwith any firm, associationor
corporationspecified in clause(2) of this section; or

(4) Sell (orbe amemberof a firm or own tenpercentor moreof the
stock of anycorporationwhich sells)anygoodsor servicesto anyfirm,
associationor corporationspecifiedin clause(2) of this section.
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The provisionsof clause(3) of this subsection(a) shallnot applyto a
public empbye [of a political subdivision](other than apolice officeror
paid employeof a policedepartment,sheriff’s office,districtattorney’s
office or other law enforcementagency)[whosecompensationis less
than twelve thousand dollars ($12,000)per annum]: Provided, That
such employment of employes of a political subdivision may be
prohibitedby ordinance,resolutionor local law adoptedby the local
legislativebody or othergoverningboardofsuchpoliticalsubdivision.

Section 2. Section 12.1 of the act, addedJuly 24, 1970 (P.L.634,
No.210), is amendedto read:

Section 12.1. Security Personnel; Powers and Duties;
Penalty.—TheState HorseRacing Commissionand any association
licensedby the commissionis herebyauthorizedandempoweredto
employ personsas security personnel.Thesepersonsshall possessthe
powersanddutiesof a peaceofficer with respectto the enforcementof
the criminal laws of the Commonwealthwithin the race meeting
groundsor enclosure.Suchdesignatedpersonsarealso authorizedand
empoweredto interrogateandejectfrom the racemeetinggroundsor
enclosureany personssuspectedof violating any rule or regulation
promulgatedby the StateHorseRacingCommission.TheStateHorse
RacingCommissionand any associationlicensedby the commission
may refuseadmissionto and eject from enclosureof the race track
operatedby any association,anypersonwhosepresencethereis, in the
sole judgment of the State Horse Racing Commission or the
association,inconsistentwith the orderly or properconductof a race
meetingor whosepresenceor conductis deemeddetrimentalto thebest
interest of horse racing. The action of the State Horse Racing
Commissionor anyassociationin refusinganypersonadmissionto or
ejecting him from a race meetingground or enclosureshall not be
becauseof therace, creed,color, sex,national origin or religion of such
personand shall be reviewableby the Court of Common Pleas of
Dauphin County as provided in the act of June4, 1945 (P.L.l388,
No.442), knownas the “Administrative AgencyLaw.” A licenseemay
not refuseadmissionto or ejecta law enforcementofficial while such
official is actuallyengagedin theperformanceof his official duties.A
personfound within a racetrack enclosureafter having beenrefused
admissiontheretoor ejectedtherefromshall,uponconvictionthereofin
a summaryproceeding,be sentencedto pay a fine not exceedingtwo
hundred dollars ($200) or undergoimprisonmentfor a term not
exceedingthirty days,or both. -

Section 3. This act shall takeeffect immediately. -
