Atnendingtheactof April 12. 1951 (P.L.90, No.21),entitled“An act relatingto
alcoholic liquors, alcohol and malt and brewed beverages;amending,
revising,consolidatingandchangingthelawsrelatingthereto;regulatingand
restricting the manufacture, purchase,sale, possession,consumption,
importation,transportation,furnishing,holdingin bond,holding in storage,
traffic in anduseof alcoholicliquors,alcoholandmaltandbrewedbeverages
andthepersonsengagedor employedtherein;definingthepowersandduties
of the PennsylvaniaLiquor Control Board; providingfor theestablishment
andoperationof State liquor stores,for thepaymentof certainlicensefeesto
the respectivemunicipalities and townships,for the abatementof certain
nuisancesand, in certain cases,for searchand seizurewithout warrant;
prescribing penalties and forfeitures; providing for local option, and
repealingexisting laws.”furtherproviding for theemploymentof minorsand
makinga repeal.

TheGeneralAssemblyof theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Clause(13) of section493,actof April 12, 1951 (P.L.90,
No.21) known as the “Liquor Code,” amended March 13, 1974
(P.L.190, No.35) and December 30, 1974 (P.L..1032, No.335), is
amendedto read:

Section493. Unlawful Acts Relativeto Liquor, Malt and Brewed
Beveragesand Licensees.—Theterm “licensee,” when used in this
section, shall meanthose personslicensedunder the provisions of
Article IV, unlessthe context clearly indicatesotherwise.

It shall be unlawful—
***

(13) Retail LicenseesEmploying Minors [Under Sixteen].For any
hotel, restaurantor club liquor licensee, or any retail dispenser,to
employ or to permit any minor under[sixteen]the ageof eighteento
serveany alcoholicbeveragesor to employor permitanyminorunder
theageof sixteentorenderanyservicewhateverin or aboutthelicensed
premises[except in accordancewith board regulations],nor shall any
entertainerunder the age of eighteen be employed or permittedto
perform in any licensedpremisesin violation of the laborlaws of this
Commonwealth:Provided,That [minors from the agesixteenmay be
employed on licensed premises as food waitresses or waiters and
busboys and busgirls] in accordancewith board regulationsminors
betweentheagesof sixteenandeighteenmaybeemployedtoser.v-efood,
clear tables and perform other similar duties, not to include the
dispensingor serving of alcoholic beverages.
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Section 2. Section493 of the actis amendedby addinga clauseto
read:

Section493. Unlawful Acts Relativeto Liquor, Malt andBrewed
Beveragesand Licensees.—Theterm “licensee,” when used in this
section, shall meanthose personslicensedunder the provisions of
Article IV, unlessthe contextclearly indicatesotherwise.

It shall be unlawful—

(27) Distributors and ImportingDistributorsEmployingMinors.
For anydistributoror importing distributor to employminorsunderthe
ageof eighteenbutpersonseighteenandovermaybe employedto sell
anddelivermalt andbrewedbeverages.

Section3. SectionS,actof May 13, 19I5(P.L.286,No.177),known
as the “Child LaborLaw,” is repealedin sofar asit is inconsistentwith
this act.

Section4. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
