TheGeneralAssemblyoftheCommonwealthofPennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1502,act of June24, 1931 (P.L.1206,No.331),
known as“The First ClassTownshipCode,” reenactedand amended
May 27, 1949 (P.L.1955,No.569), is amendedby adding a clauseto
read:

Section 1502. The corporatepowerof a townshipof the first class
shall be vestedin the boardoftownshipcommissioners.Theboardshall
havepower—

LXIX. Appropriations for Observancesand Celebrations.—To
appropriate annually an amount not to exceedsevenhundredfifty
dollars ($750)for the observanceof holidays, centennialsor other
anniversariesorfor townshipcelebrationsorcivicprojectsorprograms.

Section2. This actshall take effect immediately.
