Authorizinganddirecting theDepartmentof PropertyandSupplies,with the
approvalof theDepartmentof PublicWelfareandtheGovernortoconveyto
theTownshipof UpperSt. Clair 2.87 acresof land,moreor less,situatein the
Township of Upper St. Clair, Allegheny County, Commonwealthof
Pennsylvania.

TheGeneralAssemblyof theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The Departmentof Property and Supplies,with the
approvalof the Departmentof Public Welfare and the Governor,is
hereby authorizedand directed on behalfof the Commonwealthof
Pennsylvania,to grantandconveyto theTownship of UpperSt. Clair
the following tractof land situatein theTownshipof UpperSt. Clair,
Countyof Allegheny, and Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,bounded
anddescribedas follows:

Beginningat a point in thecenterlineofMorton Road(L.R. 02054)at
the intersectionof HastingsMill Road(also L.R. 02054); thencefrom
said point of beginning, along the centerline of Morton Road
(Township Road) south 10 degrees04 minutes 30 secondswest a
distanceof 270.12feet to a point; thencecontinuingby same,north86
degrees56 minutes00 secondswest a distanceof 339.58feet to apoint;
thenceby a line throughMorton RoadandLandsof Commonwealthof
Pennsylvania,north3 degrees04 seconds00 minuteseasta distanceof
350.00feet toa point; thenceby a line throughlandsof Commonwealth
of Pennsylvaniaand through Morton Road (L.R. 02054) south86
degrees56 seconds00 minuteseasta distanceof 345.85feetto apoint in
the centerline of said Morton Road (L.R. 02054); thence by the
centerlineof MortonRoad(L.R. 02054)south14 degrees59 minutes00
secondseast a distance of 86.14 feet to the point of beginning;
Containing2.87 acres.

The conveyanceshall be madeunderandsubjectto all easements,
servitudesand rights of others,including but no~confinedto streets,
roadways,andrights of anytelephone,telegraph,water,electric,sewer,
gasor pipelinecompanies,as well asunderandsubjectto anyinterest,
estates,or tenanciesvestedin thirdpersons,whetheror notappearingof
record,for any portion of the land or improvementserectedthereon.

Section2. The deedof conveyanceshall containa clausethat the
landsconveyedshall be usedfor theconstructionof a secondfire station
by the Townshipof UpperSt. Clair andif at anytimethesaidTownship
of UpperSt. Clair or its successorin functionconveyssaidpropertyor
authorizesor permits said propertyto be usedfor any purposeother
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thanpublic safetypurposesor generalgovernmentpurposes,the title
theretoshall immediatelyrevertto andrevestin theCommonwealthof
Pennsylvania.

Section 3. The deed of conveyanceshall be approved by the
Department of Justice and shall be executedby the Secretaryof
Property and Supplies in the name of the Commonwealthof
Pennsylvania.

Section4. This act shalltake effect immediately.
