Amendingtheactof May 1, 1933(P.L.103,No.69),entitled“An actconcerning
townshipsof the secondclass;andamending,revising,consolidatingand
changingthe law relating thereto,” providing for the filling of certain
vacancieswith registeredvOter.

TheGeneralAssemblyoftheCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section420, actof May 1, 1933(P.L.103,No.69),known
as“TheSecondClassTownshipCode,”reenactedandamendedJuly10,
1947 (P.L.1481,No.567),andamendedDecember13, 1974 (P.L.960,
No.315),is amendedto read:

Section420. Supervisors.—Iftheelectorsof anytownshipshallfail
to choosea supervisor,or if any personelectedto such office shall
neglector refuseto servetherein,or if a vacancyshalloccurin theoffice
by death, resignation,removal from the township, or otherwise, a
majorityof theremainingsupervisorsmayappointasuccessorwho is~a
registeredvoterandupontheirfailure tomakesuchappointmentwithin
thirty daysafterthe vacancyoccurs,the court of commonpleasshall
appointasuccessorwhois a registeredvoter,uponthepresentation.of.a
petitionsignedby a supervisorandnot lessthanfive registeretielectors.
In eithercase,thesuccessorsoappointedshallholdtheoffice if theterm
thereofcontinuesso long, until the first Monday in Januaryafterthe
first municipalelectionoccurringmorethansixtydaysafterthevacancy
occurs,at which election an eligible personshall be elected for the
unexpiredterm. When a vacancy is so. filled by a majority of the
remainingsupervisorstheyshall,within fifteen daysthereafter,certify
suchappointmentto the clerk of thecourt of commonpleas.

If the electorsof any township shall fail to choosetwo or more
supervisors,or if two or more personselectedto such offices shall
neglector refuseto serve therein, or if vacanciesshall occur in two or
moresuchoffices by death,resignation,removalfromthe township,or
otherwise,thecourtof commonpleasshallappointsuccessorsuponthe
presentationof a petition signedby notlessthanfive registeredelectors.
The successorssoappointedshall beregisteredvotersandhold the
offices, if the termsthereofcontinueso long, until the first Monday in
Januaryafterthefirst municipalelectionoccurringmorethansixt-y-days
after the .vacancyoccurs;at which electioneligible personsshall be
electedfor the unexpiredterms.
