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Amendingtheactof May 1, 1933 (P.L.103,No.69),entitled“An actconcerning
townshipsof the secondclass; andamending,revising,consolidating,and
changingthe law relating thereto,”further providing for the number of
meetingsfor which supervisorsmaybe compensated.

TheGeneralAssemblyof theCommonwealthof Pennsylvania~her.e~by
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section512,actof May 1, 1933.(P.L.103,No.69),known
as “TheSecondClassTownshipCode,”reenactedandamendedJuly10,
1947 (P.L.1481,No.567), and amendedSeptember2, 1965 (P.L.481,
No.243), is amendedto read:

Section 512. Monthly Meetings; Quorum, Rent and
Expenses.—Thetownshipsupervisorsshallmeetfor the transactionof
businessat leastonceeachmonth, at a timeandplaceto befixed by the
board, but theyshall notbepaidfor morethansixteenmeetingsin any
one year,exceptin anytownshipwhere,on accountof the exerciseof
governmentalfunctions other than those relating to roads, more
meetingsarenecessary,in which case,thenumberof meetingsforwhich
the supervisorsmay be paid may be increasedto any number,not
exceeding[twenty-four in any year, in townshipshaving a population of
five thousandor less,and in townshipshavingmore than five thousand
population not exceedingjfifty meetingsin anyyearwhich shallinclude
hearings byaggrievedpartiesunderthePennsylvaniaSewageFacilities
Act and other hearings of a judicial or quasi-judicial nature. Two
membersof anyboardof supervisorsconsistingof threemembersshall
constitutea quorum and threemembersof any boardof supervisors
consisting of five membersshall constitutea quorum. Except as
otherwiseprovidedin this act, an affirmative vote of a majority of the
entireboardof supervisorsshall be necessaryin order to transactany
business.Necessaryexpensesincurredin suchmeetings,includingoffice
rent,stationery,light andfuel,shallbe paidOut of thegeneraltownship
fund.

Section 2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
