Section 1. State Highway Route21 from Uniontown in Fayette
County to the West Virginia State line in GreeneCountyshall be
officially designatedand known as the Roy E. Furman Highway in
honorof the formermemberof the Houseof Representatives,Speaker
of the House, Lieutenant Governor, member of the Turnpike
Commission, member of the original Pennsylvania Highway
Commission,memberof the original GeneralState Authority, and
presentlya memberof the State TransportationCommission.

Section 2. The Secretaryof Transportationshall erect suitable
markersin order to carry out the provisionsof this act.

Section3. This actshall takeeffect immediately.
