HB 282

Amendingtheactof August9, 1955 (P.L.323,No.130),entitled“An actrelating
to counties of the third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventhand eighth classes;
amending,revising,consolidatingand changingthe lawsrelatingthereto,”
furtherprovidingforappropriationsto veterans’organizationsfor expenses
of observingcertainholidays.

TheGeneralAssemblyoftheCommonwealthofPennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection(a) of section 1921, act of August 9, 1955
(P.L.323, No.130),known as “The CountyCode,” amendedJune 6,
1963 (P.L.90, No.63), is amendedto read:

Section 1921. Appropriations to Veterans’ Organizations for
Expenses of Memorial Day; Veterans’ Day and Independence
Day.—(a)The boardof commissionersmay appropriate,annually,to
eachcampof the UnitedSpanishWar Veterans,andtoeachpostof the
AmericanLegion,and to eachpost of the Veteransof ForeignWars,
andtoeachpostof theVeteransof World WarI of theU.S.A., Inc.,and
to each post of the American War Veterans of World War II
(AMVETS), and to each post of the Society of the Twenty-eighth
Division, AEF, Incorporated,andto eachpostof the ItalianAmerican
War Veterans of the United States, Incorporated, and to each
detachment of the Marine Corps League, and to each Naval
Association,andtoeachpostoftheGrandArmy of theRepublic,andto
eachpostof the DisabledAmericanVeteransof the World War,andto
each organization of American Gold Star Mothers, and to each
organizationof ex-servicemen incorporatedunder the act of April
twenty-nine,one thousandeight hundredseventy-four(PamphletLaws
73), andthe supplementsthereto,in the county,[a sum not to exceed
three hundred dollars ($300)]any sumbudgetedtoaid in defrayingthe
expensesof Memorial Day [andArmistice Dayj, Veterans’Dayand
IndependenceDay.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
