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Providingfor precautionsto betakenin theproximity of high-voltagelinesfor
the prevention of accidents;providing powers of administrationand
enforcementto the Departmentof Labor and Industry and prescribing
penaltiesfor violations.

TheGeneralAssemblyof theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Definitions.—Asusedin this act:
“Department”meansthe Departmentof LaborandIndustry.
“High-voltage lines”meanselectricalconductinglines,wiresorcables

havinga voltagedifferential in excessof 750 volts betweenany pair of
conductorsor betweenanyconductorandground.

Section2. ProhibitedActivity.—No employeror supervisingagent
of anemployershallrequireor permitanemployeeto, andnoemployee
shall participate in the erection,maintenance,repair,constructionor
installation,whether or not suchwork is for emergencypurposes,of
high-voltagelines havinga voltage differential in excessof nominally
13,200 volts betweenanypair of conductorsor in excessof nominally
7,600volts betweenanyconductorandground,unlessanyandall such
conductorsare de-energizedbeforesuchwork is commenced,or unless
such work is performedon any energizedconductoror equipment
through approvedhot stick methodswhich do not include handling
suchhigh-voltagelineswith gloves or barehandedmethod.

Section 3. Warning Sign Required.—Theowner, agent, lessee,
bailee,user, or employerresponsiblefor the operationsof equipment
shallprovidesuchwarningsignsonequipmentor attheworksiteas~rnay
be requiredby regulationspromulgatedhereunder.The requirement
that warning signs be posted shall not apply to railway equipment
operating on railway right-of-way in relation to high-voltage
conductors of such railway system under conditions for which
exemptionis grantedundersection7.

Section 4. Notification to PowerCompanyandResponsibilityfor
Safeguards.—Wheneveractivity is to be performed requiring
precautionaryactionundersection2, theemployer,contractoror other
personresponsiblefor theactivity shall, promptly notify the owneror
personin chargeof the high-voltageline of the intendedactivity and
shall fully complywith andshall beresponsiblefor thecost andfor the
completionof the precautionaryactionrequiredundersection2 before
proceedingwith suchactivity.
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Section 5. Enforcement.—Thedepartmentshall administerand
enforcethe provisionsof thisactand is herebyempoweredto prescribe
andpromulgaterules andregulationsconsistentherewith.

Section6. Penalties.—Anypersonviolatinganyoftheprovisionsof
thisactshallbeliable to apenaltyof$300inasummaryproeeedi-ng.Any
violation of the act by an officer, agentor employeeshall also be a
violation of the actby hisemployerif suchemployerhadknowledgeof
andactualcontroloverthecauseof suchviolation. Wheretheviolation
is of a continuingnatureeachday during which it continues,shall
constitutean additional,separateanddistinct offense.
• Section 7. Exceptions.—This act shall not be construed as

abrogatinganyexistingcollectivebargainingagreement.
