AN ACT

HB 1723

Amending the act of April 29, 1959 (P.L.58, No.32), entitled “An act
consolidatingandrevisingtheVehicle Code,the TractorCode,the Motor
Vehicle FinancialResponsibilityAct andotheractsrelatingto theownership,
possessionanduseof vehiclesandtractors,”revisingprovisionsrelatingto
fees for vehicle equipmentand operationand providing for competitive
bidding asto equipmentleases.

TheGeneralAssemblyof theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The definition of “suburbanmotor vehicles” in section

102, act of April 29, 1959 (P.L.58, No.32), known as “The Vehicle
Code,” is repealedanddefinitionsare addedto read:

Section 102. Definitions.—Thefollowing wordsandphraseswhen
used in this act shall, for the purposeof this act, havethe following
meanings, respectively,except in thoseinstanceswhere the context
clearly indicatesa different meaning:

***

“Farm truck.“—A truckusedexciusivelyforfarmingpurposeswithin
a twenty-five(25) mile radius.

***

‘Motor home.“—A motor vehicle designed, usedor maintained
primarily as a mobile dwelling,office or commercialspace.

* **

“Taxi. “—A motorvehicledesignedfor carryingnomorethanfive(5)
passengersand driver and usedfor the transportationofpersonsfor
compensation.

***

Section2. Section502.1of theact,addedAugust17,1965(P.L.332,
No.179), the fourth paragraphamendedJanuary 18, 1968 (1967
P.L.957,No.425), is amendedto read:

Section 502.1. Use of MiscellaneousMotor Vehicle Business
RegistrationPlatesLimited.—~Apersonentitled to registrationunder
clause (1) (Repair, Service and Towing) of the definition of
“MiscellaneousMotor VehicleBusiness”in section102 of thisactmay
only use registration plates issued to him in that class in direct
connectionwith theoperationofhis repair,serviceandtowingbusiness,
andsuchregistrationplatesshallnotbeusedforhispersonalpleasureor
personaluse.

A personentitled to registrationunderclause(2) (WreckingLot) of
the definitionof “MiscellaneousMotor VehicleBusiness”insection102
of thisact may onlyuseregistrationplatesissuedto him in thatclassin
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direct connectionwith the operation of such business,and such
registrationplatesshallnotbeusedfor hispersonalpleasure-orpersonal
use.

A person entitled to registration under clause (3) (Body
Manufacturer) of the definition of “Miscellaneous Motor Vehicle
Business”in section 102 of this act may only use registrationplates
issuedto him in theclassin connectionwith the operation-ofhis body
manufacturingbusiness,andsuchregistrationplatesshallnot be used
for his personalpleasureor personaluse.

A personentitledto registrationunderclause(4) (Transporte~’)ofthe
definitionof “MiscellaneousMotor VehicleBusiness”in section102 of
this actmayonly useregistrationplatesissuedto himin thatclass-for-the
purposeof transportingnew motor vehicles,tractors,trailers,or new
and usedtrailerson their own wheelsownedby or in possessionof a
registereddealer.

A personentitled to registrationunderclause(5) (Financer)of the
definitionof “MiscellaneousMotor VehicleBusiness”insection102 of
this actmayonly useregistrationplatesissuedto himin thatclassfor.the
purposeof moving or operatinga motor vehicle, trailer, semi-trailer,
mobilehome,housetrailer or office trailerwhichhe is repossessingor
which after repossessinghe is movingfor the purposeof repairingor
having repaired, demonstratingfor sale, or which he is moving for
delivery to abonatide purchaserin the regularcourseofhisbusiness.

A person entitled to registration under clause (6) (Collector-
Repossessor)of the definition of “Miscellaneous Motor Vehicle
Business”in section 102 of this act may only useregistrationplates
issuedto him in that classfor the purposeof movingor operatinga
motorvehicle,trailer,semi-trailer,mobilehome,housetrailer oroffice
trailer which he is repossessing.

A personentitled toregistrationunderclause(7)(FleetOwner-Repair
Service)of the definition of “MiscellaneousMotor VehicleBusiness”in
section102 of this actmayonly useregistrationplatesissuedto him in
thatclassin directconnectionwith hisownrepairbusinessi~r~r~~air.ng,
servicingor deliveringhis own vehiclesor tractors.

Penalty.—Anypersonviolatinganyof theprovisionsof this section,
shall, upon summaryconvictionbeforea magistrate,be sentencedto
pay a fine of tendollars($10.00)andcostsof prosecution,andindefault
of the paymentthereof,shallundergoimprisonmentfor notmorethan
five (5) days.]Miscellaneousmotorvehiclebusinessplatesmaybeused
only whenthe vehicleis usedfor any of thefollowingpurposes:

(1) In the conductof themiscellaneousmotor vehiclebusiness.
(2) For the personal pleasure or use of the owner of the

miscellaneousmotor vehiclebusinessormembersof their immediate
family, or whenthe businessisa corporation,for thepleasureoruseof
notmorethan three(3) officersor membersoftheirimmediatefamilies,
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or for the personaluse of the regular employesof businesswhen
operatedby the employe.

Section3. Section701 of the act,amendedMarch 3, 1970(P.L.88,
No.39), is amendedto read:

Section701. Motorcycles.—Thefee for theannualregistrationofa
motorcycle,as definedin this act,shall be[eightdollars ($8.00)]twelve
dollars ($12.00).

Section 702. Motor Vehicles.—Thefee for annualregistrationof
motorvehicles,exceptasprovidedin this act,shall be[fourteendollars
($14.00)1twenty-fourdollars ($24.00),and,if the departmentshall be
requestedby the applicantfor registrationto assignto motorvehicles
any special seriesof registrationplatesfor which no additional fee is
expresslyprovidedfor by this act, anadditionalfee[in anamountequal
to the fee]oftwentydollars ($20.00). [for annualregistrationof each
suchmotor vehicle. Such annualregistrationfee shall be ten dollars
($10.00) for any personowning the motorvehicle who is retired and
receivingsocialsecurityor otherpensionand whosetotalincomedoes
not exceedthreethousandfive hundreddollars($3,500.00)peryear.No
such motorvehicleshall be a commercialor income-producingmotor
vehicleandno suchmotorvehicleshaltbeoperatedby anypersonother
than the owner given the reducedregistration fee or any person
authorizedby theownerto operatethemotorvehicle.Everysuchperson
claimingsuchreducedannualregistrationfeeshallsubmitannually-with
the licenseapplicationastatementinwriting affirmingtheretired,social

- security or pensionstatusandsettingforth the total incomefor the
previousyear.Everysuchoperatorgrantedthe reducedregistrationfee
shallcarryaspecialowner’scarddesignedandissuedby thedepartment.
Thedepartmentmayrequirespeciallydesignedlicenseplatesor-stickers
for motorvehiclesof ownersgrantedthe reducedregistrationfee.]

privateschool or parochialschoolof this Commonwealthor ownedby
any privateschool or parochialschoolof this Commonwealthfor the
transportationof schoolchildrenor childrenbetweentheir homesand
SundaySchool.

numberof tonsby which the actualgrossweightexceedstheregistered
grossweight times the length of the haul in miles. Thefee/ora special

hauling permitfor eachmovementof an oversizeloadshall befe~teen
dollars ($15.00).Whena vehicleis both oversizeandoverweight,both
feesshall bepaid. -
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(b) The fee for a special permit which is issuedfor the period
betweenthe fifteenthday of Juneandthefifteenthdayof Decemberof
eachyear and authorizesthe operationor movementof any oversize
self-propelledfarm machinery, as provided for in subclause(i) of
subsection(a) of section905, shall be ten dollars ($10.00) for farm
machinerynotexceedingonehundredfifty (150) inchesin width and
twenty-five dollars ($25.00)for farm machineryonehundredfifty-one
(151) to one hundredseventy-five(175) inchesin width. The fee for a
special permit which is issued for anentire yearand authorizesthe
operationor movementof anyoversizeself-propelledfarmmachinery,
asprovidedfor insubclause(ii) of subsection(a) of section905,shallbe
twentydollars ($20.00)for farm machinerynotexceedingonehundred
fifty (150) inchesin width andfifty dollars ($50.00)for farmmachinery

combinationof vehiclesis in thecourseofmanufacture,andwhile they
are entfrely within the control of the manufacturer andnot in transit
from themanufacturer to a purchaseror dealer, shall befifty dollars
($50.00).Apermitshall not beissuedforthemovementofarticlesupon
a freewaynor in excessof ten (10)miks.

Section 725. Special Hauling Permits for [Manufacturers of
Certain Vehicles.—Thefee for a specialpermit to manufacturersof
vehicles which are not normally used on the highways of this
Commonwealth,whose place of manufactureis locatedwithin the
Commonwealth,to operatevehiclesorcombinationsof vehicleson the
public highwaysin accordancewith section906 of thisact, while such
vehicleorcombinationof vehiclesis in the courseof manufacture,shall
betwenty-fiv~dollars($25.00)for eachtriporroundfrip within aradius
of ten(10)milesfromthe placeof manufacture.Fortripsor roundtrips
of a distancegreaterthanwithin atwenty-five (25)mile radius-from-the
place of manufacture,the fee shall be fifty dollars ($50.00).]Quarry

counties.Such advertisementsshall designatewhere the plans and
specificationsmaybe had, and the time andplaceof thereceptionof
bids and letting of the leasingcontract. The secretarymay, at his
discretion, insert the same advertisementin other newspapersor
engineeringperiodicals.

(c) Everycontractfor the leaseofequipmentshallbe madein the
nameoftheCommonwealthofPennsylvania,andshallbesignedbythe
secretary, and shall be approvedas to form and legality by the
DepartmentofJustice.

(d) The provisions of this sectionshall not apply to equipment
leasingagreementswith localmunicipalitiesand/orothergove-rnmcntd
agencies,including snow and ice control removaldone undersuch
agreementsandemergencycases.

Section 26. Any additional revenuesproducedas a result of the
increasedfees provided for in this amendatoryact shall be used
exclusively for maintenanceand reconstructionof highways.On or
before June 30 of eachyear, the Secretaryof Transportationshall
annually report to the GeneralAssemblyhow such additional funds
