Amendingthe actof February1, 1966(1965P.L. 1656,No.581),entitled“An act
concerningboroughs,and revising,amendingand consolidatingthe law
relating to boroughs,” providing for appropriationsfor building and
maintaininghospitals.

The GeneralAssemblyof theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1202, act of February1, 1966 (1965 P.L.1656,
No.581),knownas“TheBoroughCode,”is amendedbyaddingaclause
to read:

Section 1202. Specific Powers.—Thepowersof the boroughshall
bevestedin thecorporateauthorities.Among the specificpowersof the
boroughshallbe thefollowing, andin theexerciseof anyofsuchpowers
involving the enactmentof any ordinance or the making of any
regulation,restrictionor prohibition,the boroughmay providefor the
enforcementthereof and may prescribe penaltiesfor the violation
thereofor for the failure to conform thereto:

(64.1) Building hospitals.To appropriatenotexceedingonedollar
($1) per borough residentper yearmoneystoward the maintenance
and/or supportof any medicalcenteror hospitalbuilding andfurther
appropriatefrom suchfunds towardthepurchaseand/or erectionof
medicalor hospitalfadiities. Where the totalcostof suchpurchaseor
erection exceedsone hundred thousand dollars ($100,000),it will
necessitateapprovalby the appropriatehealth planning agency.The
number of residentsshall be �leterminedfrom the latest decennial
Federalcensus.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
