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CHAPTER XIX.

AN ACT OF PRIVILEGES TO A FREEMAN.

{SectionI.] Be it enactedby theProprietaryandGovernor,by
andwith theadviceandconsentof thefreemenof this Province
andTerritoriesin GeneralAssemblymet, andby the authority
of thesame,Thatno freemanof this provinceor countriesan-
nexed,shall be taken, or imprisoned,or disseizedof his free-
hold or liberties, or be outlawedor exiled, or any otherwise
hurt,damnifledor destroyed,norbe triedor condemnedbutby
thelawful judgmentof his twelveequals,orby thelaws of this
provinceandterritoriesthereof.

CHAPTER XX.

AN ACT AGAINST BUYING LAND OF TIlE NATIVES.

[SectionI.] Be it enactedby theProprietaryandGovernor,by
andwith theadviceandconsentof thefreemenof thisProvince
andTerritoriesin GeneralAssemblymet, andby theauthority
of the same,Thatif anypersonpresumeto buyany landof the
nativeswithin thelimits of this provinceandterritories,with-
out leavefr&m the proprietarythereof,everysuchbargainor
purchaseshallbe void and of no effect.

PassedNovember27? 1700; allowedto becomea law by lapseof time,
i~iaccordancewith the proprietary charter, having been considered
by the Queenin Council, February 7, 1705-6, and not acted Upon.
