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CHAPTER XLV.

AN ACT .TO PREVENT ALL DUELLING AND FIGHTING OF DUELS WITHIN
THIS PROVINCE AND TERRITORIES.

For preventionof duelling andfighting of duels within this
provinceandterritories:

[SectionI.] Be it enactedby theProprietaryandGovernor,by
andwith the adviceandconsentof thefreemenof thisProvince
andTerritories,in GeneralAssemblymet,andby the authority
of the same,That if anypersonwithin this governmentchal-
lengethe personof anotherto fight at sword, pistol, rapieror
anyotherdangerousor destructiveweapon,suchpersonsochal-
lenging shall forfeit and pay (being lawfully convict thereof)
the sum of twenty pounds,oi’ suffer three months’ imprison-
ment at hard labor; andthe personacceptingsuchchallenge
shall forfeit andpaythe like sum of twentypounds,or suffer
imprisonment as aforesaid,the said forfeitures or payments
to be to the useandbeboofof the proprietaryandgovernor,
andto no other usewhatsoever.

PassedNovember27, 1700; allowed to becomea lawby lapseof time,
in accordancewith the proprietarycharter,having beenconsideredby
theQueenin Council,February7, 1705.6, and not actedupon. SeeAp-
pendixI, Section II; repealedby the Act of Assembly,passedMarch

CHAPTERXLVI.

AR ACT FOR EMPOWERING WIDOWS AND ADMINISTRATORS TO SELL SO
MUCH OF THE LANDS OF INTESTATES AS MAY BE SUFFICIENT TO
CLEAR THEIR DEBTS, &c.

[SectionI.] Be it enactedby theProprietaryandGovernor,by
andwith the adviceandconsentof thefreemenof this Province
andTerritoriesin GeneralAssemblymet,and by theauthority
of the same,That if any persondie intestate,being owner of
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lands within this provinceor territories thereof,and leavea
legal issuebehindhim, but no sufficient personalestatefor
theirmaintenanceor payof debts,in suchcaseit sha1lbelaw-
ful for thewidowor administratorto makesaleof suchpartor
parcel of the saidlands astheOrphans’Court shall think fit,
towardsthedefrayingof thejust debtsof suchintestate,the
educationof his children andtheimproving theremainderof
theestate(if anybe) to their advantage.

CHAPTERXLVII.

AN ACT FOETHE PRESERVATIONOF THE PERSONOF THE PROPRIETARY
AND GOVERNOR.

Forthepreservationof thepersonof ourproprietaryandgov-
ernor from the violent handsand destructivedesignsandat-
temptsof wicked and unreasonablemen, andthat theawe of
punishmentmaydeterthemfrom all suchevil, willful andma-
liciouspurposes:

[SectionI.] Be it enactedby theProprietaryand Governor,
and the freemenof this Provinceand ~ in General
Assemblymet, and by the authority of the same, That if
any personwithin this province or territories thereof shall
compass, devise or endeavor the death, destruction or
any bodily harm tending to the deathor destruction,maim
or wounding, imprisonment or restraint of the personof
theproprietaryandgovernor,in orderto depriveor deposehim
of orfrom his government,or do stir up or assistanyto invade
this provinceor territories,suchpersonbeinglegally convicted
thereofby the testimonyof two or more credible witnesses
proving thesame,or by duecQurseof law, shall forfeit half his
estatereal and personal,or suffer imprisonmentduring one
wholeyear.
