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OHAPTERLVIII.

AN ACT AGAINST WEIRS CROSSCREE1~SAND RIVERS.

To the end that all personsinhabiting upon or near any

creeksor riversin thisprovinceor countiesannexed,mayenjoy
all privilegesandadvantagesthat from themareto bereaped:

[SectionI.] Be it enactedby theProprietaryandGovernor,by
andwith the adviceandconsentof thefreemenof this Province
andTerritoriesin GeneralAssemblymet,andby the authority
of the same,That whosoevershallmakea weir or weirs from
oneside of any creekor river in this provinceor countiesan-
nexed,to the othersidethereof,shallfor everysuchoffensepay
ten shillings, andtheweir orweirsshallbedestroyed.

Provided, That this act shall not extend to mill-dams or
races,norto suchasmakeweirson their ownlands,soas they
shallnot be injurious to others.

PassedNovember 27, 1700; allowedto becomea law by lapseof time,
in accordancewith the proprietary charter, having been consideredby
theQueenin Council, February 7, 1705-6, and not acted upon. SeeAp-
