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OHAPTERLXIII.

AN ACT FOR THE SITTING OF ORPHANS’ COURTS.

[SectionI.] Be it enactedby theProprietaryandGovernor,by
andwith the adviceandconsentof thefreemenof thisProvince
andTerritoriesin GeneralAssemblymet,andby the authority
of the same,That the justicesof the respectivecounty courts
shallsit twice everyyearto inspectandtakecareof the estate,
usageandemploymentsof orphans,which shallbe called the
Orphans’Courts,andshallsit in eachcountywithin this pro-
vinceandterritories in the First andSeventhmonthsyearly,
after the businessof the respectivecounty courts shall be
ended.

CHAPTER LXIV.

AN ACT REQUIRINGALL MASTERSAND COMMANDERS OF ALL SHIPSAND
VESSELSTO MAKE REPORTAT THE TOWN OF NEWCASTLE,THAT ARE
OR SHALL BE BOUND TO AND FROMTHE SEA.

Whereasby a law of this provincemadethetenthdayof the
Twelfthmonth,onethousandsix hundredandninety-and-nine,
entitled“An actfor preventingfraudsandregulatingabusesin
tradewith this Province,” &c., it was enactedthat all masters
andcommandersof shipsor other vesselsboundto andfrom
this provinceshouldmakereport to the collectoror officers of
theKing’s custo~asin theportof Newcastle,whencetheycame
andwhithertheyarebound,andthatnotwithstandingwhereof,
the said act hathnot beenobserved,but severalvesselshave
