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her intentionin writing affixed on thedoor of the countycourt
wherebeor sheinhabits, thirty daysbeforehis or herdepart-
ure, and shallhavea passunderthe countyseal. And if any
masterof ship or vesselshall presumeto conveyor transport
any personout of this provinceor territoriesthereofwithout
suchpass,suchmastershallpayall damagesthatshallhappen
thereby; and that all mastersof vesselscoming into this pro-
vinceshallgive threehundredpoundsbondto thenavalofficer
thathe shallobservethelawsof this government,anduponre-
fusal thereofto forfeit twenty poundscurrentmoneyof this
provinceand territories to the proprietary and governor
thereof.

CHAPTERLXVII.

AN ACT AGAINST THE MIXING AND ADTJLTE~ATINGSTRONG LIQUORS.

Forthepreventingof fraud in mixing and adulteratingrum,
brandyorsuchlike spirits:

[SectionI.] Be it enactedby theProprietaryandGovernor,by
andwith theadviceandconsentof thefreemenof thisProvince
andTerritoriesin GeneralAssemblymet, andby theauthority
of the same,That if any personwithin this provinceor terri-
toriesthereof,shall,from a~dafterthepublicationhereof,pre-
sumeto sellrum, brandyorsuchlike spiritsthat shallbemixed
or adulteratedwith wateror anyotherliquor by thejudgment
of two credibleevidencesof that countywherethesameshall
be sold, being convictedthereof,everysuchpersonshall for
every suchoffenseforfeit the rum, brandy, spirits, or other
liquors so sold, andpay treblethevaluethereof:one-halfshall
go to thegovernorandtheotherhalf to him that shalldiscover
andprosecutethesame.
