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CHAPTER LXVIII.

THE LAW AGAINST SCOLDING.

For bridling the exorbitanceof the tongue:
[SectionI.] Be it enactedbythe ProprietaryandGovernor,by

andwith theadviceandconsentof thefreemenof thisProvince
andTerritoriesthereofin GeneralAssemblymet,andby theau-
thority of the same,That if anypersonsshould be clamorous
with theirtongues,uponcomplaintandfull proofthereofbefore
a justiceof the peace,suchpersonor personsshallbe fined five
shillings or be imprisonedfive daysathardlabor, or be gagged
andstandin somepublic place,at the ciiscretionof themagis-
trate;andthatthefines incurredby suchoffenseshallgo to the
useof the poor wheretheoffenseshallbe committed.

CHAPTER LXIX.

THE LAW ABOUT KILLING OF WOLVES.

[SectionI.] Be it enactedbythe ProprietaryandGovernor,by
andwith the adviceandconsentof thefreemenof this Province
andTerritoriesthereofin GeneralAssemblymet,andbytheau-
thority of the same, That if any personwithin this province
and territoriesthereof shallkill a dog-wolf he shall haveten
shillings, andif a bitch-wolf fifteen shillings, to be paid out of
the stockof the county,providedsuchpersonbringsthe wolf’s
headto oneof the justicesof the peaceof that county,who is
to causethe earsandtongueof the saidwolf to be cut off; and
that the benefit of this law do andshall extendto Indians as
well asothers.

PassedNovember27, 1700; allowed to becomea law by lapseof time,
in accordancewith the proprietary charter, having beenconsidered
by the Queen in Council,February 7, 1705-6, and not actedupon.
