time keep in his possessiona true standardof brass Troy
weights,accordingto the King’s standardin England,by which
all weights shall by him be truly andexactly regulated;and
after suchregulationheshallstampor markthe samewith his
own stamp or mark, for which he shall take andreceiveone
pennyfor every weight to be by him stampedor markedas
aforesaid;which said officer shall havepower once in three
yearsto bringall oranyperson’sweights to anewtrial, andto
alter andstampthe sameas occasionshall require. And for
the morespeedyputtingthislaw in execution,it shallandmay
be lawful for theproprietaryandgovernorto commissionatea
person to execute the same. And all personsreceiversof
moneyfrom any otherperson,shall receivethe samein which
endof the beamheshall think fit, if the payerbeowner of the
scales;and if the money turn the scaleit shall be accounted
payable.

CHAPTERLXXII.

AN ACT APPOINTING THE RATE OF THE MONEY OR COIN WITHIN THIS
PROVINCE AND TERRITORIES AND FOR PREVENTING THE CLIPPING
OF THE SAME.

For the settlingthe rateandvaluing thecurrentcoin within
this provinceandterritories,andpreventionof clipping or di-
minishing the same:

{SectionL] Be it enactedby theProprietaryandGovernor,by
andwith theadviceandconsentof thefreemenof thisProvince
andTerritoriesin GeneralAssemblymet,andby the authority
of the same, That the severalcoins or piecesof money shall
passandbe currentwithin this provinceandterritoriesat the
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severalratesandpricesin this actlimited andappointed:(That
is to say) everyPerupieceof eight,not lessthantwelve penny-
weight, and.all Lion or Dog dollars, for six shillings; and all
otherpiecesof eight,anddollarsbeingfifteenpennyweight,for
sevenshillings; andfor every pennyweightabove~fteen shall
be advancedfour pence,andevery pennyweightunder fifteen
shallbeabatedfour pence;andall half-piecesandhalf-dollars
proportionably; all double bits at twenty pencea piece; all
singlebits at ten penceapiece;andall half-bitsat five pencea
piece,any law, customor usageto the contrarynotwithstand-
ing.

[SectionII.] And be it further enactedby the authorityafore-
said,Thatif any personor personswithin this provinceor ter-
ritories shallfor lucre’ssakeclip, wash,round or file, or by any
way whatsoever.impair, diminish or falsify any the moneyor
coinsallowedto becurrentwithin this provinceandterritories
as aforesaid,everysuchpersonso offending,togetherwith his
or their accessaries,aiders andabettors,upon due proof and
legal conviction,shall forfeit the sum of onehundredpounds,
and [shall suffer] imprisonmentat hardlabor for the spaceof
one whole yearwithout bail or mainprise,.two-thirds part of
the said forfeiture to the proprietary and governor,andthe
other third part to the informer, to be recoveredby plaint or
actionin the countycourt to beheldfor the countywheresuch
fact shallbe committed.
