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shoes,boots or slippers of any such ill-wrought or tanned
leatherandunmarkedby the officer asaforesaid,and [bed con-
victedthereofas aforesaid,heshallforfeit the same;andsuch
officer, by warrantunderthe handandsealof the saidjustices,
may seizesuchill-wrought or tannedleatheras aforesaid,and
the shoes,bootsor slippersmadethereof,andsecurethe same;
andbring them to the next county court to be held for the
countywherethe fact shallbe committed,who shall condemn
the sameif theysee causeor reasontherefor,two-thirds part
whereofshall go to theproprietaryandgovernorandthe other
third part to the officer or informer.

OHAPTERLXXV.

AN ACT FORKEEPING A REGISTRY IN RELIGIOUSSOCIETIES.

[SectionI.] Be it enactedby theProprietaryandGovernor,by
andwith theadviceandconsentof thefreemeno~this Province
andTerritoriesin GeneralAssemblymet,andby the authority
of the same,That the registry now kept, or which shall here-
after be kept by anyreligioussociety,in their respectivemeet-
ing-bookor books, of any marriage,birth or burialwithin this
provinceor territoriesthereof,shallbe heldgoodandauthentic,
andshallbe allowedof uponall occasionswhatsoever.

PaSsedNovember27, 1700; allowed to becomea law by lapseof time,
In accordancewith the proprietary charter, having been considered
by the Queen In Council, February 7, 1705-6, and not acted upon.
