
TilE STATUTES AT LARGE OF
PEM~SYLYAMA.

At aGeneralAssemblybegunandholdenatPhiladelphia,the
fifteenthdayof October,A. D. 1759,andcontinuedby adjourn-
mentsuntil the twenty-firstday of April, 1760, the following
actswerepassed:

CHAPTER0000LII.

AN ACT FOR THE FURTHER CONTINUANCE OF AN ACT OF ASSEMBLY
OP THIS PROVINCE,ENTITLED “AN ACT FORTHE CONTINUANCE OF
AN ACT OF ASSEMBLY OF THIS PROVINCE, ENTITLED ‘A SUPPLE-
MENTARY ACT TO THE ACT, ENTITLED “AN ACT FOR PREVENTING
THE EXPORTATION OP BREAD AND FLOUR NOT MERCHANTABLE,”
AND FORTHE NEW APPOINTMENT OF OFFICERSTO PUT THE SAID
LAW IN EXECUTION.”

Whereasanactof generalassemblyof this province,entitled
“A supplementaryactto theactentitled ‘An actfor preventing
the exportationof breadand flour not merchantable,’“~ was
passedin thenineteenthyearof thepresentreign,which being
nearexpiring,wasby oneotheract,entitled“An actforthecon-
tinuanceof anactof assemblyof this province,entitled‘A sup-
plementaryactto theact,entitled“An actforpreventingtheex-
portationof breadandflour not merchantable,”’”&c.,2 contin-
uedfor thefurthertermof sevenyears,which saidtermbeing
nearlyexpired,wasby oneotheractpassedin thethirty-second

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yearof thepresentreign, entitled“An actfor the continuance
of anactof assemblyof this province,entitled “A supplement-
ary actto theact,entitled“An actfor preventingthe exporta-
tion of breadandflour not merchantableand for thenew ap-
pointmentof officers to put the samein execution,”’~~8 con-
tinued for the further term of one year from the publication
thereofand from thenceto the end of the next sitting of as-
semblyandno longer,which saidlast-mentionedactis alsonow
nearexpiring. But forasmuchastheregulatingthe exporta-
tionof breadandflour, whicharethestaplecommoditiesof this
province,will requireduedeliberationandmoretime thancan
well begivento theconsiderationthereofatthis time.

[SectionI.] Thereforebe it enactedby the HonorableWil-
UamDenny,Esquire,Lietttenant-GovernorundertheHonorable
ThomasPennand RichardPenn,Esquires,true andabsolute
Proprietariesof the Provinceof Pennsylvaniaand countiesof
Newcastle,Kent and Sussexupon Delaware,by andwith the
adviceandconsentof therepresentativesof thefreemenof the
said Provincein GeneralAssemblymet, and by the authority
of thesame,Thattheacthereinbeforementioned,passedin~the
thirty-secondyearof thepresentreign,entitled“An actfor the
continuanceof anactof assemblyof this province,entitled ‘A
supplementaryact to theact, entitled “An act for preventing
theexportationof breadandflour notmerchantableandfor the
new appointmentof officers to put the samein execution,”’”
shallbeandcontinuein full forcefor thefurthertermof seven
yearsfrom thepublicationof this act,and from thenceto the
endof thenextsitting of assemblyandno longer;andthatthe
officersin thesaid actnamedshall beandcontinuein their re-
spectiveoffices from thepublicationof this actfor the spaceof
fouryearsandfrom thenceuntil anewnominationandappoint-
mentshallbemadeby theassembly,anythingin theaforesaid
act or anyotheractof thisprovinceto the contrarynotwith-
standing.
