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their respectivedistricts, in suchmanneras by the saidact is
directedandappointed.

Providednevertheless,That no tax to be laid andlevied in
anyoneyearshall exceedsix pencein thepound.

Providedalso, That the single mennot having real or per-
sonalestatesin the respectivedistricts of this provinceshall
beherebyexcusedandexemptedfrom theratesandassessments
imposedin andby virtue of thisactandtheactto whichthisact
is asupplement.

[Section II.] And be it further enactedby the authority
aforesaid,That this actshall beandcontinuein force for ,and
during the continuanceof theactto which this actis asupple-
ment,andno longer.

CHAPTERC000XOVI.

AN ACT TO ENABLE CERTAIN PERSONSTHEREIN NAMED TO ERECTA
COIJRT..HOUSEAT EASTON, IN THE COUNTY OF NORTHAMPTON,AND
TO LEVY A TAX ON THE INHABITANTS~OF THE SAID COUNTY TO
DEFRAY THE EXPENSETHEREOF.

Whereasby anactpassedin thetwenty-fifth yearof thereign
of the lateKing Georgethe Second,entitled“An actfor erect-
ing thenorthwestpartof Bucksinto aseparatecounty,”1it was
enactedthatThomasCraig,Hugh Wilson, JohnJones,Thomas
Armstrongand JamesMartin, or any three of them, should
purchaseandtakeassuranceto them andtheir heirsof apiece
o~landsituatedin someconvenientplaceof thetown of Easton,
within the county of Northampton,in trust andfor the useof
the inhabitantsof the said county, andthereonto erectand
build a court-houseandprison sufficient to accommodatethe
public serviceof the saidcountyandfor the easeandconveni-
encyof the inhabitants;andthat for the defrayingthe charges

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of purchasingthe land, building and erectingthe court-house
andprisonaforesaid,it shouldbelawful for the commissioners
andassessorsof thesaidcounty,or amajority of them,to assess
and levy so much moneyas the saidtrustees,or any threeof
them,should judgenecessaryfor purchasingthe land andfur-
nishingthe said court-houseandprison, provided the sum of
moneysoto beraiseddid not exceedthreehundredpoundscur-
rentmoneyof thisprovince.

And whereasthe said trusteeshave alreadyraisedandex-
pendedthesumof threehundredpoundsandupwardsin build-
ing aprisonin thetown of Eastonin pursuanceof theacthere-
inbeforementioned,andasno furtherprovision is madeby the
saidactfor raisinganyfurthersumsof moneyfor thepurposes
aforesaid,wherebythe goodpurposesof the saidact may be
defeated.

Forremedywhereof:
[SectionI.] Be it enactedby the HonorableJamesHamilton,

Esquire, Lieutenant-Governorunder the Honorable Thomas
PennandRichardPenn,Esquires,true andabsoluteProprie-
taries of the Provinceof Pennsylvaniaandcountiesof New-
castle,Kent andSussexuponDelaware,by andwith the advice
of the representativesof the freemenof the saidProvince in
GeneralAssemblymet, andby theauthorityof the same,That
it shallandmaybe lawful for the commissionersandassessors
of the saidcounty of Northampton,or a majority of them, to
assessand levy, andtheyare herebyauthorizedandrequired
to assessandlevy so muchmoneyon the saidcountyas John
Jones,Thomas Armstrong, JamesMartin, John Rinker and
Henry Alishouse,gentlemen,or any threeof them,shall judge
necessaryfor building a court-houseand finishing the prison
already erected,provided the sum so raised shall not exceed
thesumof four hundredandfifty poundscurrentmoneyof this
province,anything in this act or in the acthereinbeforemen-
tionedto thecontrarynotwithstanding.
