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CHAPTER MCXXXVI.

AN ACT FORERECTiNG PART OF THE COUNTY OF LANCASTER INTO A
SEPARATE COUNTY.

(SectionI, P. L.) Whereastheinhabitantsof the upperparts
of Lancastercountyhaveby petitionssetforth to the general
assemblyof this statethat they havelonglaboredundermany
inconveniencesfrom their beingsituatedatso greata distance
from theseatof judicaturein thesaidcountyandhaveprayed
that theymaybe relievedfrom thesaidinconveniencesby erect-
ing them into a separatecounty. And asit appearsbut just
andreasonablethat theyshouldbe relievedin thepremises:

[SectionI.] (SectionII, P. L.) Be it thereforeenactedandit
is herebyenactedby theRepresentativesof theFreemenof the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet, and
by the authority of thesame,That all that part of Lancaster
countylying within theboundsandlimits hereinafterdescribed
shallbeerectedinto aseparatecounty,thatis to say,beginning
onthewestsideof theriverSusquehanna,oppositeto themouth
of Conawagocreek,thenceup the middle of thesaid creekto
Moor’s mill, andfrom thenceto theheadof saidcreek;andfrom
thenceby a direct line to the south-eastcornerof Heidelberg
township whereit strikes~theBerkscountyline, thencenorth-
westby theline of Berkscountyto Mahantangocreek,thence
alongthesameby the line of Northumberlandcountyandcros-
sing theriver Susquehannato the line of Oumberlandcounty,
thencedown the Susquehannaon the westsidethereofby the
line of Oumberlandcountyand that part of the line of York
countyto the placeof beginningon the westside of the river
Susquebannato behenceforth known and calledby thename
of Dauphincounty.

[SectionII.~(SectionIII, P.L.) Andbe it furtherenactedby
the authorityaforesaid,Thattheinhabitantsof the saidcounty

of Dauphinshall at all times hereafterenjoy all and singular
thejurisdictions,powers,rights, libertiesand privilegeswhat-
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soeverwhich theinhabitantsof any othercountyof thisstate
do, may or oughtto enjoy by theconstitutionandlaws of this
state.

[SectionIII.] (SectionIV, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the district electionsfor the
saidcountyof Dauphinshallbeheldfor thetownshipsof Derry
andLondonderryat Hummel’stown in thetownshipof Derry
aforesaid,for thetownship of TJpperPaxton.on thenorth side
of Peter’smountainat PeterHoffman’s in saidtownship, for
thetownshipof LowerPaxtonon thesouthsideof Peter’smoun-
tain andWestHanoverat the court houseof thesaid county
or at JohnHarris’suntil suchcourthouseshallbeerected,and
for thetownshipsof Lebanon,EastHanover, Heidelbergand
Bethel,at thetown of Lebanon,in the saidtownshipof Leba-
non wherethey shall electat the timesand undertheregula-
tions stipulatedand directedby the constitutionandlaws of
this stateanda counsellor,representativesto servethemin gen-
eral assembly,censors,sheriffs, coronersand commissioners;
which said officerswhen duly electedandqualified shall have
and enjoy all and singularsuchpowers,authoritiesand privi-
legeswith respectto their saidcounty assuchofficers elected
in andfor anyothercounty,may,canor oughtto do. And the
saidelectionsshallbeconductedin thesamemannerandform
and agreeableto thesamerulesandregulationsasnow are,or
hereaftermaybein forcein theothercountiesof thisstate.

[SectionIV.] (SectionV, P. L.) Andbeit furtherenactedby
the authorityaforesaid,That thesaidcountyof Dauphinshall
elect four membersand the countyof Lancaster[shall elect]
sevenmembersto representthem respectivelyin the general
assemblyof this commonwealthfrom andafterthe passingof
this actuntil thesameshall bealteredagreeableto theconsti-
tution andthelawsof this.state.

[SectionV.] (SectionVI, P. L.) Andbe it furtherenactedby
the authorityaforesaid,That thejusticesof thesupr~mecourt
of this stateshallhavelike powers,jurisdictionsandauthori-
tiesin thesaidcountyof Dauphinasin theothercountiesofthis
stateandareherebyauthorizedandempoweredto deliver the
gaolsof thesaidcountyof Dauphinof capitaland otheroffend-
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ersin like mannerasthey,areauthorizedto doin othercounties
of this state.

[SectionVI.] (SectionVII, P. L.) And be it furtherenacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the justices of the courts of
quartersessionsand commonpleasnow commissionedwithin
the limits of the countyof Dauphin andthosethat mayhere-
afterbecommissionedor anythreeof themshallandmayhold
courtsof generalquartersessionsof thepeaceandgaoldelivery
and countycourts for holdingof pleasandshallhaveall and
singularsuchpowers,rights, jurisdictions andauthoritiesto
all intentsandpurposesasother justicesof thecourtsof gen-
eral quartersessionsandjusticesof thecountycourtsfor hold-
ing of pleasin theothercountiesofthis statemay,canorought
to havein theirrespectivecounties,which courtsshallsit and
be heldfor thesaid countyof Dauphin,nearHarris’s ferry On
thethird Tuesdaysin themonthsofFebruary,May, Augustand
November,yearly,for thedispatchof thepublicbusinessof the
said county.

[SectionVII.] (SectionVIII, P. L.) And beit furtherenacted
by theauthorityaforesaid,Thatit shallandmaybe lawful to
andfor JacobAwl, JoshuaElder,AndrewStewart,JamesCow-
dan and William Brown, of Paxton,or any threeof them,to
takeassuranceto them andtheir heirsof suchlot or pieceof
groundasshallbelaid out andapprovedof by thesaidcommiS-
sionersor anythreeof themfor theerectinga courthouseand
gaol thereuponin trust and for the useof theinhabitantsof
thesaidcountyof Dauphinandthereuponto erectacourthouse
and prison sufficient to accommodatethe public serviceof the
said county.

[SectionVIII.] (SectionIX, P. L.) And be it furtherenacted
by the authorityaforesaid,That for thedefrayingthe charges
of building, erectingand finishing the court houseandprison
aforesaidit shallandmayby lawful to andfor thecommission-
ersand1~ownshipassessorsof the saidcountyor a majority of
themto assessandlevy andthey areherebyrequiredto assess
and levy in themannerdirectedby the actfor raisingcounty
ratesandleviessomuchmoneyasthesaidtrusteesorany three
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of them shall judge necessaryfor building and finishing the
courthouseandprisonaforesaid.

(SectionX, P. L.) Providedalways,Thatthesumof moneyso
to be raiseddo not exceedthe sumof fifteen hundredpounds,
andthatthesaidtrusteesshall from timetotime rendera faith-
ful accountof theexpenditureof thesamenot only to the com-
missionersbut to thegrandjury of thecountywhencalledon
or any otherofficer who may beappointedby authorityfor the
inspectionof theaccountsof thecounty.

[SectionIX.] (SectionXI, P. L.) Providedalso andbe it fur-
therenactedby theauthority aforesaid,That no actionor suit
now commencedorthatmaybecommencedin thecountycourts
of Lancasterbeforethefirst day of April next againstanyper-
sonliving within theboundsof thecountyof Dauphinshallbe
stayedor discontinuedby thisactor by anythingin t1~esame
contained,but thesameactionsnow commencedorthat maybe
commencedas aforesaidmay be prosecutedto final issueand
judgmentthereuponrenderedin thelike mannerasif this act
had not beenmade. And it shallbe lawful for thejusticesof
Lancastercounty to issueprocessto the sheriff of the county
of Lancasterfor carryingon and obtainingthefull and legal
effectsof suchsuits in the samemannerasif the partiesre-
sidedin thesamecountyof Lancaster.

[SectionX.] (SectionXII, P. L.) And beit furtherenactedby
the authority aforesaid,That the sheriff, coronerand public
officers of thecountyof Lancastershall continueto exercisethe
dutiesof their respectiveofficeswithin thecountyof Dauphin
until s~imilarofficers areappointedagreeableto law within the
said countyof Dauphin, andthat all arrearagesof exciseand
public taxesshall be paidinto thehandsof thepresentcollec-
tors to beby them accountedfor in mannerandform asif this
act had neverbeenpassed.

[SectionXI.] (SectionXIII, P. L.) And be it furtherenacted
by theauthority aforesaid,ThatthesJieriffs,treasurers,collec-
tors of excise,and all suchofficers ashaveheretoforeusually
given bail for the faithful dischargeof their respectiveoffices
who mayhereafterbeappointedorelectedin the saidcountyof
Dauphin beforethey or any of them shall enteruponthe exe-
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cution of their respectiveofficesshall give sufficientsecurityin
thelike sumsin thelike mannerandform andfor thelike uses,
trustsandpurposesassuchofficersareobligedby law for the
time being,to do in thecountyof Lancaster.

[SectionXII.] (SectionXIV, P. L.) And beit furtherenacted
by the authority aforesaid,That JoshuaElder,ThomasClark,
John Glendillor, Bartram Galbraith, JamesCunningham,or
any threeof them, shallbecommissionersto runandmarkthe
county line in the samemannerasis before describedin the
secondsectionof this act,which line whenso run andmarked
shall be theboundarybetweenthecountiesaforesaid:And that
the said commissionersshall receivefor their servicesat the
rateof twenty-two shillings [and six pence]per day eachand
no moreto bepaidhalf by thecountyof Lancasterandhalf by
the county of Dauphin by drafts from the commissionersof
therespectivecountieson thetreasurersof thesamewhich the
said commissionersareherebyauthorizedanddirectedto grant.

CHAPTERMC~CXXVII.

AN ACT FOR FURNISHING THE QUOTA OF THtS STATE TOWARDS
PAYING THE ANNUAL INTEREST OF THE DEBTS OF THE UNITED
STATES AND t’OR FINDING AND PAYING THE INTEREST OF TH~
PUBLIC DEBTS OF THIS STATE.

(SectionI, P. L.) WhereastheUnited Statesin congressas-
sembledby their act of the eighteenthdayof April, onethou-
sandsevenhundredandeighty-threedid resolvethat it be rec-
ommendedto theseveralstatesasindispensablynecessaryto
therestorationof public credit andto thepunctualandhonor-
able dischargeof the public debtsto invest,the said United
Statesin congressassembledwith power to levy and collect
for theuseof theUnitedStatescertaindutieson goodstherein
