CHAPTERMCLIII.

AN ACT TO DISSOLVE THE MARRIAGE OF HENRY WILLIS WITH MARY,
HIS WIFE.

(SectionI, P. L.) WhereasHenry Willis of thestateof Vir-
ginia by his petition hath representedthat his w~ife,lateMary
Ross (with whom he contractedmatrimony in this stateand
whois nowresidentwithin the same)hathbrokenher marriage
vows andcommittedthecrimeof adultery,andhathprayedthat
lie maybe divorcedfrom the saidMary andtheir marriagedis-
solved:Andwhereasthe factssetforth in the saidpetitionhave
beenfully provedby a convictionin a court of justice,a certi-
ficate of which hathbeenproduced.

[SectionI.] (SectionII, P.L.) Beit thereforeenactedandit is
herebyenactedby the Representativesof the Freemenof the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet, and
by the authority of the same,That from andafter the passing
of this act the marriageof thesaidHenryWillis with the said
Mary his wife shall beandherebyis declaredto be dissolved,
annulledandmadevoid, to all intentsandpurposeswhatsoever,
andthe said Henry andthe saidMary shall be and they are
herebyrespectivelyseparated,set free andtotally discharged
from their matrimonial contract,andfrom all dutiesandobli-
gationsto eachotherashusbandandwife, asfully, asif thesaid
contractof matrimonyhathneverbeenenteredinto by them.
