That is 1o say, the said commissioners herein named and
appointed may, on or before the first day of September next, pro-
cure a book and open the subscription to the stock of the said com-
pany, in manner and form as in and by the said recited act to
which this is a supplement is enjoined and required, and to do,
execute and perform all and singular the matters and things
touching the duties and services of commissioners as therein
mentioned, set forth and required.

CHAPTER MDCCVI.

AN ACT TO CONTINUE FOR A LONGER PERIOD “AN ACT FOR INBTI-
TUTING A BOARD OF PROPERTY AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES

THEREIN MENTIONED."t

Whereas an act entitled “An act to continue the act for in-
stituting a board of property and for other purposes therein
mentioned,™ passed the twenty-eight day of March, one thou-
sand seven hundred and ninety-iwo, will expire by its own lim-
itation with the present session. Therefore:

[Section 1.] (Bection I. P. L.) DBe it enacted by the Sen-
ate and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania, in General Asgembly met, and it is hereby en-
acted by the authority of the same, That the act entitled “An act
for instituting a board of property and for other purposes there-
in mentioned,”™® and every matter and thing therein contained,
shall be and the same are hereby extended to the thirtieth day
of December, one thousand seven hundred and ninety-eight, and

from thence until the end of the next sesgion of the general as-
sembly and no longer. o
