CHAPTER MDCCIX.

AN ACT FOR ERECTING TWO ELECTION DISTRICTS IN THE COUNTY
OF NORTHAMPTION.

[SectionI.] (SectionI. P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted
by the authority of the same, That the townships of Ma-
cirngieandUpperMilford, in thecountyof Northampton,shall,
from and after the passingof this act, be a separateelection
distriet, to becalledthesixth district in the saidcounty;andthe
freemenof the saiddistrict shall hold their annual electionsat
the housenow occupiedby LeonardSlough,in Mifierstown, in
the townshipof Macungieaforesaid.

[SectionIL] (SectionII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the townshipsof Heidelburg,
Lowhill, Weissenburg,Lynn andPenn,in the county of North-
uinpton, shall, from andafter the passingof this act, be a sep-
arate election district, to be called the seventhdistrict of the
saidcounty; andthe freemenof thesaiddistrict shallhold their
annual electionsat the housenow occupiedby Henry Ohi, in
lTeidelburgtownship aforesaid,anything in any law to the con-
trary notwithstanding.
