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CHAPTER MDCCX.

AN ACT TO DECLARE LITTLE JUNIATA AND STANDING STONE CREEKS.
IN THE COUNTY OF HUNTINGDON, PUBLIC HIGHWAYS.

[SectionI.] (SectionL P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and House of Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,That, from andafter the passingof
this act, Little Juniata,in the countyof Huntingdon,from the
mouth up to the headof Logan’s Narrows, shall be, and the
sameis herebydeclaredto be, apublic highway, for time passage
of boatsandrafts,under the limitations andrestrictionsherein-
after specified;and it shall and may be lawful for the inhabi-
tants,desirousof using the navigation of the said creek,to re-
move all natural and artificial obstructions,from the mouth
thereof up to the headof Logan’s Narrows aforesaid,and to
erectsuch slopesand locks at the mill-dams now built, as may
be necessaryfor the passageof boatsand rafts; provided such
slopes and locks shall be so constructedas not to injure the
worksof saiddams.

[Section IL] (Section II. P. L.) And be it further enact-
ed by the authom-ity aforesaid,That Standing Stone Creek, in
the county aforesaid,from the mouth thereof up to the fork or
junction of its north branchor mouth of the Laurel~Run,near
to the houseof William McAlevy, shallbe, andthe sameis here-
by declaredto be, apublic highway,for thepassageof boatsand
rafts, under the limitations and restrictionshereinafterspeci-
fled; andit shall andmaybe lawful for the inhabitants,desirous
of usingthe navigationof the saidcreek,to removeall natural
and artificial obstructionsfrom the mouth up to its fork or
mouthof the Laurel Run aforesaid,andto erectsuchslopesand
locks at time mill-dams now built on the said creekas may be
necessaryfor thepassageof boatsor rafts; providedsuchslopes
and locks shall be so constructedasnot to injure the works of
such dams.
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[SectionIlL] (Section111. P. L) And be it further en-
actedby the authority aforesaid,That nothing in this act con-
tained shall be deemed,taken or understoodto prevent any

personor personspossessingland on the said creeks,or either
of them, in time county of Huntingdonaforesaid,who, before time
passing of this act, had authority under the laws of this
commonwealthto erect a dani or dams, that he, she or they
maythink propel’.

Provided always, That such dam or dams be so construct~d
amid kept in repair by the ownersthereof with completeslopes
amid locks on convenientpartsof suchdams,as that thenaviga-
tion for boatsandrafts will not be injured thereby.

CHAPTER MDCCXI.

AN ACT IN FAVOR OF PETER DEHAVEN.

Whereasit appearsthat iii time yearone thousandsevenhun-
dred aimd ninety Peter i)ehiavenwas appointedone of time trus-
tees of State Island and Hospital, and that lie was under
time necessity(lie being the activetrustee)of superintendingthe
repairsmadethereat,for which serviceshe hasnot receivedany
~ompexisation. Therefore:

[Section I.] (SectionI. P. L,) Be it enactedby the Senate
and House of Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
the authority of time same,That the governor of this comthon-
~ea1th be, andlie is hereby,authorizedto drawa warranton the
state treasurerfor the sum of eighty dollars and eighty-three
cents,in favor of time saidPeterDehiaven,to be paidout of the
fund appropriatedfor the support of government.
