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CHAPTER MDCCXV.

AN ACT ~OR MORE EFFECTUALLY SECURING THE TRADE, PEACEAND
SAFETY OF THE PORT OF PHILADELPHIA, AND DEFENDING TH~
WESTERNFRONTIERSOF THE COMMONWEALTH.

Whereasthe declared neutrality of the United States ren-
ders it expedientto provide for more effectually securingthe
trade,peaceand safetyof the port of Philadelphia,during the
continuanceof the war which now Mges in Europe;and the
legislature,at the sametime, desirousof co-operatingwith the
genera]government,in defendingthe western frontiers of this
commonwealthfrom the incursionsanddepredationsof the hos-
tile Indians. Therefore:

[SectionI.] (Section1. P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
theauthorityof the same,That the governorshall raise,by vol-
untary enlistments from the militia of this commonwealth,
three infantry companiesof active and experiencedriflemen,
andonecompanyof artillery, to serveunder his ordersandiii-
~tructions for the term of eight months, to be computedfrom
andafter the first day of April next, unlesssoonerdischarged;
but if the stateof war in Europeandon time frontiers of this
commonwealthshallbe such,asin the judgmentof thegovernor
to require the continuanceof the said companiesin the service
of the commonwealthafter the expiration of the said term of
eight months,it shallbe lawful for him to continuethesameac-
cordingly, until the meetingof the legislaturenextelisuing th~
expiration of the said term of eight months,or for any shorter
period; andeach andevery of the saidcompaniesshall consist
oI onecaptain,one lieutenant,one ensign,four sergeants,four
corporals,tonedrummerand fifer or two huglers, andsixty-five
r&nk andfile or privates;andthesaidofficersshall be appointed
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aiid comniissione.dby the governor,and, togetherwith the noit-
commissionedofficers, drums and fifes or buglersand privates,
shall receive the following monthly pay, to wit: each cap-
thin, forty dollars; each lieutenant, twenty-six dollars; eachen-
sign twenty dollars; eachsergeant,eight dollars; eachcorporal,
sevendollars; each drum, fife or bugler,seven dollars; andeach
private, six dollarsandsixty-sevencents.

[Section II.] (section II. P. L.) And be it further en-
acted by the authoi-ity aforesaid, That the following disposi-
tion andarrangementof the saidcompanies,subjectto thepro-
viso hereinafter contained,shall be carried into effect, unless
the governor shall at any future period see causeto alter the
sameand give directions accordingly, that is to say, the said.
artillery company shall be stationed and maintainedat Fort
Mifflin on Mud Island in the River Delaware,for the purpose
of securing the trade, peace and safety of the port of Phil-
adelphia,oneof the said infantry companiesshall be employed
in protectingthe fi-ontiers of the county of Westmorelaiid,an-
other of the said infantry companiesshall be employedin pro-
tecting the frontiers of the countyof Washington,and the third
of the said infantry companies siwhi be employed in pro-
tectingthe frontiersof the countyof Allegheny;andthebrigade-
inspectorof the ~roper county shall station the companyto be
empl9yedin protectingthesame,asaforesaid,at suchplacesand

in suchproportions ashis judgemnentshallhe bestcalculatedfor
that purpose.

[Section III.] (SectionIII. P. L) Provided always, fiev-

~erthieless,andit is herebyfurther enactedby theauthorityafore-
said, That it shall be lawful for the governor to detachfrom
the saidartillery and infantry companiesas many menas can
lie convenientlysparedfrom the specific objects of protection
~iid defence for which they are respectively hereinbeforepar-
ticularly destined,and to station the detachmentso madeat
such placeor placesat or nearPresqueIsle, on Lake Erie, as
shall in his judgnwiit be bestcalculatedto carry into effect fh~

[Section IV..} (Section IV. P. L.) And be it further eu-
acted by the authority aforesaid, That a sum not exceeding
fifty thousanddollars be appropriated,aswell to dischargethe
expensesalreadyincurred in maintaininga party of militia at
Fort Mifflin, on Mud Islandaforesaid,as to accomplishtheob-
jects of this law and to provide tIme necessaryarms, ammuni-
tion and provision for the companiesherebyauthorizedto be
raised, which sum shall be payableout of the aggregatefund,
upon the warrantsof the governor; and account of the dis-
bnrseiiients thereof shall be laid by the governor before the
general assemblyat the next ensuingsession.

Whereasit appearsfrom a memorial and statementpresent-
ed to the legislature of this commonwealthby the surveyor-
general, the receiver-generaland the secretary of the land-
office of the commonwealth,aforesaid, that from the increase
of businessin the said office, tIme sumsalreadyappropriatedby
the aforesaidrecited act, for the purposeof clerk hire, hath
beenfound insufficient for thatpurpose.
