[Section1.] (SectionI. P. L.) Be it thereforeenactedby
the Senateand Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealth
of Pennsylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyen-
actedby the authority of the same,That the said commission-
ersmay andshall,on or before the first dayof Junenext,opena
book or books for the purposeof receiving subscriptionsto the
stock of the said company,and shall thereuponproceedin the
like manner,shall give the samenotice in the newspapers,and
be subjectto the sameregulationsandconditions,as are direct-
ed in andby theact to which this is a supplement.

(Section II, P. 14.) And whereasby the fourth section of
the saidact the commissionersappointedto view and lay down
the coursesof the canals therein mentionedwere directed to
return a plan thereof, with topographicalobservationsthereon,
to thepresentgeneralassembly,andit is apprehendedthatthey
maynot heableto completethesamein thetime limited. Where-
fore:

[Section lU Be it further enactedby the authority afore-
said, That the saidcommissionersmay andshall be allowed to
return the saidplan, andperform the duties enjoinedon them
by the saidact, at any time during the sitting of the present.
or beforethe endof the next succeeding,generalassembly.

CHAPTER MDCCXXI.

AN ACT TO ERECT THE TOWNSHIPS OF COLEBROOKDALE, EARL
DISTRICT AND HEREFORD, IN THE COUNTY OF BERKS, INTO A
SEPARATEELECTION DISTRICT.

[Section I.] (Section I. P.L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouse of Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
the authorityof the same,That the townshipsof Colebrookdale,
Earl District andHereford, in the county of Berks, are hereby
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erectedinto aseperateelectiondistrict, to be calledthe seventh
election district; andthe freemenof the saiddistrict arehereby
authorized to hold their annual elections at the house now
occupiedby JosephMuthard, in Colebrookdaletownship afore-
said,any law in anywiseto the contrarynotwithstanding.

CHAPTER MDCCXXII.

AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE EDWARD SHYMER TO ERECT A DAM ON THE
NORTH SIDE OF THE RIVER LEHIGH, IN THE COUNTY OF NORTH-
AMPTON.

Whereasit appearsby the petition of a numberof the inhabi-
tantsof the countyof Northanipton,that theerectingof a small
dam, extending from the shore about five poles to a small
island in the river Lehigh, would be of generalutility to the
inhabitants residing in the neighborhoodthereof, without the
least injury or obstructionto the navigationor fisheriesin the
same.

[Section L] (Section I. P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and House of Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,That Edward Shymer,of the town-
ship of Bethlehem, in the county of Northampton,his heirs
and assigns,shall have liberty to erect a dam, to extend from
the north shoreof the river Lehigh about five poles to a small
island in the said river, and to maintain the saiddamin good
repairforever,for the purposeof enablingthe saidEdward Shy-
iner, his heirsor assigns,to erectagristmill.

Provided always,That the saidEdwardShynier,his heirs or
assigns,shall erect, or causeto be erectedand kept in good re-
pair, a complete lock, twelve feet wide, on his headrace, and
emptyinto the deadwater below the mill, throughwhich hoath
andcanoesmayat all timessafelyandconvenientlypass.

And provided also, That the said Edward Shymershall not
interfere with any private property on the said river.
